Shipplog Depot,
JOINT DEBATE ON THE TARIFF,

ROSWELL . HORR AND THOMAS G. SHEARMAY
MEET DEFORE A BROOKLYN AUDIENCE.

Under the auSflces of the Long Island Republiesn
(nh Roswell G. Horr and Thomas . shearman last
evening debated the question “ Is the Tariff a Tax," in
Day's Hall, Third-ave. and Fifty-fourth st,, freoklyn,
The audlence was an appreciative one and applauded
the epeakers without regard to the political parties
which they represented. The man who asks ques
Hons and the men who wanted to do debating them.
wlves were there, and at times the volces of the
speakers were almost drowned in s babel of com-
ments and questions. Mr. Shearman wos under soms
disadvantage, as he had jnst undergone ay operation
upon one of his eyes and was unable to see,

Mr, Horr was the first speaker, He reviewed the
listory of the polley of protection for American indus
tries and gave numerous examples of the benefits of
the MeKinley bilL  He callsd attention to the re
duction In prices of staple articles which had
resmited from Republieas tuelf legislation, and U-
lusteated hls arguments with examples taken frum
the fron, steel, tin plate and salt Industries.

The chairman of the evening, Elmer E. Johnson,
then introduced Mr, Shearman, who took the ground
that by developing one industry the people of the
United States saerificed another, He admitted that
American malers could manufacture tin plite better
and cheaper than it could be done in England, buy
sald that by so doing they would sacrifiee the canning
{ndnetry, The American workmen were the most
skilled and euergetle in tie world, and as they
produced more than Earopean laborers and were mors
inventive they did not need a protective tariff.  The
dovelopment of new industries did not greatly benefih
Amerlcan workmen, because the employers at fir
employed foreigners.
