"CALVINISM AT PRINCETON.

PAUL VAN DYKE LEAVES THE sEMINALRY.
.
UNWILLING T0O TAKE AN LEXTRA PLEDLE
REGARD TO PRETERITION-THL STUDENTS
NOT ALLOWED TO PROTEST-

TREIR TESTIMONIAL.

Princeton, X. J., May 4 (Speciuly—"The present con-
dltlon of affulrs In the Preshytortun Chureh ling e
celved another Hlustrutlon in the ense of the Hev.
Paul Van Dyke, which enme before the divectors of
Princeton Theologleal Seminury al thor meeting on
Monday. HMis retiement [om the semipary has been
prought about by the demand for an avowal on his
part that he will necept the standands of the Clnrch
in the, sense which hus alwuys been put upon them

Princeton, and conform his tew hing to tids in
terpretation and never depurt from it, This avow:il
e was unwilling to make, The reonlar and constitn
tlonal vows of a professor, promising lovalty the
standards, Le conld take with hearfiness, but this
extra pledge of striet adherence 1o 4 traditional In-
terpretation of them seemed to him on UBHECESSaTy
and improper Imposition This steady resistanee 1)
1t has resulted fu the severanee of hls relutions with
the seminnry,

The whole history of the case Is of pecnliar In-
terest. Mr. Vun Dylie was appolnfed in 1580 Lo L
« instractor In Climroh history for two or three years,
with & view of his being made full professor wt that
time, should the buard of direciors Le satlsfied with
his methods and success”  Under LS appolntment
he was entrusted with sile charge of the listorieal
department, and has continued to conduet all of 1ts
work., But In the mesntime the muvement for i
change In the doctrinal staudards of the Preshvtertan
Church began, and Mr. Vau Dyke's father the Rev,
Dr. Henry J. Van Dyke, of Brooklyn, and bis brother,
the Rev, Dr. Henry van vk, of New-York, were
strong advocates of . The question whether the
docirlne of preterition wus exsentlal 1o the Presby-
terlan system became a burning queston. The pro-
fessors at Princeton took the affipmrative gromnds vory
vigorously, Lut Mr. Van Dyke was entively silent in
regard to It, und confined himself strietly ta the
teaching of Chvreh history. of bis methods and sue-
cess in this work there ean be no question. The
students were euthusiastle about him as teachier.
This enthusipsm wis espressed In a definlte form,
The members of the senfor and middie classes drew
up this testimoninl:

These papers were slgned by mors than ninetenths
of the students. Taey also held a moecting 1o draw
up & memorlul to the buand of directors, and ap-
polnted two delegates asking permisslon to appei
before the board and express thelr seutiments. bt
at the zame time that this memorlal and the pegies
of the students were presented to Uhe directors a letter
came from Mp. Van Dyke In which Be frankly stuted
the sitnation in regamd 1o the extra doctrital avowal
which he wis willing to make. 1t was as fullows:
