now closed up with the lirst expeditionary foree,
snd our Irm;m were in toueli with the enemy
not forty miles awny from me,

In the conrse of time—when the nuthoritics

to ocase despising the foe, which is a
fodling in British military high places—it wus
expedient to fortify us, and then, in
itlon to two medioal ussistants, 1 was allowsl
three Government nurses.  This lust piece of news
was not hatled with so mueh enthusiasm as mizht
hiave been expected.

Jaramillo, one of the lientenanta, has left this
description:  “The ecountry las a fine appear-
anee, such as [ have not seen execlled in France,
Spain, Italy or in any of the countries which 1
have visited in the service of ITis Majesty. It is
not n country of mountaing, there being hut
Lillorks and  plains, with streams of excellent
water. It aftorded me entire satisfaction, I judg
that 1t must be fertile and well snited to the
cultivation of all sorts of fruits. For & grazing
conntry expericnee proves that it s admiruhly
ndapted. wiwn we consider that lierds of bisan
il other wild animals, vast as the imagination
cun coneeive, fll sustenanee  there, 1 noticed
o kind of plum of exeellent flavor, something
like those of Spain; the stems and hlue flowirs
of & sort of wild tas, sumach along the margin
of the streams, like the sumuch of Spaio, and
palatable wild gropes.”

Gomara writes: “Quivers is on the fortieth
parullel of lavituwde It is @ temperate country,
and hath very good waters and much grass, plums,
moiiterries, nits, meloos, and grapes which ripen
very well. There is no cotton, and they apparel
tiemselves with bison Lides aud deer skine.”

The following might be taken as a description
of one of the frequent storms in this reglon:
“{me evening. there came up & terrible storm
of wind and hail, which left in the eamp hail-
stones as large ns porringers, and even larger.
They fell thick as rrindrops, and in some spofs
e ground was eovered with them to the depth
of eight or ten inches. The storm caused, says
ote, iy tears, weakness and vows. The hore«es
hiroke their reira, soule were even hlawn down
the bonks of the ravine, the tenls were 1orm, nnl
every dish in eimp broken.”

STREET-SWEEPING MACHINES

.

HOW THEY WORK AND WHAT TUEY COST—AT
TEMPTS AT IMPROVEMEXTS.

To the avernge citizen the street-sweeping machine
{s an object of aversion and the cause of mors of leas
profanity. <1t comes swishing along just as he 1s golog
out for the evening and kicks up a cloud of dost
which settles on his new silik hat and fills his eyes and
month with the sediment of clty lifa and traffic, The
sweeping machine, however, Is the result of a good
deal of careful destaming and Inventing, and lurkless
jnventors are all the time spending thelr tima and
meney in the eflort 1o get up new and Improved me-
chines.

The standard sweeplng-machine fs the simplesh
form that can be gotten up; for simplieity 1s a neces-
sity o which all other theoretical advantages have
ylelded. A twoliorse sweeper costs the city 430,
1t has a latge pair of wheels belilnd and & small §wiv.
elled truck In front. Under the rear wheels Is bung
the eviindrienl broom, which Is nbout ten feed loog,
and which, when new, s about three feet in dlameter,
The hrooms are uted, however, nntil they are Wwom
down to less thap half that diameter. They are mnde
of a material ea'led bass or of mttan.  Sometimes bass
and rattan are mixed. Especially good results e
clalmed for the comblnation ns the st rartan digs
ont the mud, while the finer bass sweeps away the
dust,

The broom s hung at an angle of GO degrees t the
lie of travel of the sweeper, which Inelines it 50 de-
grees 10 the maln axle. A countershafl takes the
motlon from the revolving axle, through bevel goarlig
and a sprocket chaln runs down from the countersiafy
to the broom.  The gearlng 1s usnally so proport ioned
Miat the broom mokes three pevolutions to one revoit-
{lon of the rear wheels of (he sweeper, and in the op-
postta dicection,  The broom can be lifted up and
thrown out of gear by the driver when the machiss i
not aweeplng.

The dirt |5 tumbled over and over by the bmom,
which gradanily works to the vight-hand side aod
leaves it there fn a windrow.

Twoenty milos is considered u good_night's wark for
ono machine and pafr of horses,  As (he maching must
travel back and forth from four to six times (o swWeep
a street, it can sweep completely only from three 1@
tive miles of streets In a night. In Washington they
uso large fourhorse sweepers. beeause they can be
landled t0 advantage In the broad avenues of the
Capital, It would be too much bother turuing them
arotind in New - York's pafrow tharoughfares.

With the urrangement of brooms described cach par
ticle of dirt 18 Ewepl dlagonally across the strest aod
(£ 1t s on the extreme left 1t will be cairled about
forty feet forward In order to get it elght feat icroes
{0 the windrow where it is dropped. As ths joints of
the pavement run straight acrces at right angles. it 8
evidontly desirable that tbe broom skl sweap
along these Jolnts, Not only would the joisis “hea be
cleaned out, but the dirt would be swept directly t0
the windrow Instead of being tumbled over and over
while the machine is travelling forty feet. One e~
gineer recently bullt a machine that did sweep ox-
actly pt right angles across the street, but it ran hard
and ook mors horses to pull it and the mechanism
