Professor Simon N, Patten, |
of the University of Pennsyivania, on wPhe Interpre
wton of Ricardo,” sald that cvery recent theory n
economics hns at 1= busis ol least o portion of 1ilcamo’s |
doctrine, The speaker first disenesed the standpoint |
grom which Ricardo looks upon econnmic Phononeni,
and iried o determine whether or ot hls theory Was
to bo pogarded a5 A theory of prisperity or i thisory
of distribution. Me then eonsidercd  the meaning ..riu
the ocontrast which Ricardo draws so constantly be
gween profits and Wages, and tried to ehow that the
idea Ricardo wishes o convey ponld be better #x-
pressed b¥ the terms surplus and cost. Al costd

on “The Ultimate Standard of Value,” J. B. Clark,
professor of economies at Smith and Amherst colleges,
gald:  “Selence needs an absolute measure of viMie.
Tue business world uses the dollar as o standard Le
canse currency 1s the equivident of distinetively soclul
Ibor: it 1= & Tude grusp at 4 cormeet Jabsor stindand.”
The spealer then discussaed the dificultivs which have
prevented the satisfactory estallishment of such n
standand in sclentitic studles, and concluded with the
statament that the unit of Jahor, which s the nltl-
mate unit of value, 15 the sacritice ertalled on soclety
by the most wearying purt of its worl.

Professor Glddings's address was an analysts of
«Yalue® The common elements in all definttions
of value were found to ho cortain 1eas of utlilty
andl measure. Professor Gilddings rejects the view
that subjective vulue 1s tdentieal with gubjective
utiiity, It 1= rather a jndgment abont a subjective
utility, and the mental valnation may therefore differ
widely from the true subjective utdiity, according to
the enlightenment or Ignorance of the Individual.
Objective value or value In exchunge is a resultant
of & comparlson of many Individugd Judgments 1n
the process of Midding in ihe marketpluoe, A recog-
pitton of this fact explains & phenomenon of demand
not hitherto acconnted for. Demand does not vary
eanctly with supply.

Professor 1. K. Commons, of the department of
sconomies and soclal selence at the Indlana Unl
versity, gave reasons for holding that the law of
atminishing returns spplies not only to agricultur,
put to all industries. Me held that the law of mul
depends upon that of Aiminishing returns, and this
law can be extended, not to certaln kinds of Dxed
capital, as some ecconpmists propose, Lut to certain
fixed soclul relutions analogous to land, such as fran-
chires, patent rights, good-will  and all monopily
Pprivilezes. .
