These three bad not been In eoti
ference long before they were Jolued by Bamuel
Fessenden, member of the Natlonal Committes, frum
Connectient, United Sfates Senator Hiscock and
Generil Russell A, Alger called luter In the morning
and ther Jolned the grovp In Chaleman Curter's
poom soon after. The members of the committes und
{helr vidtors were together nearly all day.

In the afternoon Willlam Broakfield, chatrman of the
Repulliean State Committee; Colonel E. A. MeAlpin,
president of the New-York State League of Republican
Clubs : General Horace Torter and Jucob M. Patterson,
chalrman of the Exeentlve Committes of the Republi:

man's room. They had hardly been seated when ex-
senator Thomas C, Platt renched the headquarters, unid
he was shown Immedlately to the gom. The entire
party was together for aver an hour, disonssing the
campalgn.

ment also is that at this time In the canvass the wurk
is further ndvaneed than It was four years agoe. Furly
pominatlons are belng made throughout the State,
11 1s somewhnt diflicult to open & canvass in u county
until toral nominations are out of thie wiy. If there
ts a eunvass for nominatlons, It engrosses public nt-
tentlon, 1o vlew of the fuct that there |5 no Btafe
convention this full, local nominatlens ure Telng made
unusually early and with the recult of an earlier
opening of the Pre<identinl eampuign,  Wherever 1
have been I have found the commiitees 8t work.

“In my opinlon the legul procesdings which huve
peen instituted In regard to the State apportonment
will be siceessful, and the law will be held uncon
stitutlonal ; but In the event of fullire thers Is a pro
found eonviction throughout the stafe that the appor-
Herment Is a great wrong to the peaple in the different
localitlos, and 1 have no doubt of a rebiike to the
party responsible for It at the coming election, In
my Judgment the apportioniient of members of Uone
gress s an unjnstifiable gerrymander  and o the
interest of the Democratle party. 1 expect 10 see
this reart upon that party, The common exprossion
you everswhere hear In these distriets that have boen
g0 unjustly gerrymundered, among all Repubileans
and & greal many Democrats, is that they wil seel
to right that wrong at the polls.
