BOTIL SIDES READY TO FIRE.

As the Cepheus moved cff one of the older
passengers suggestively 1ifted a shotgun which he
curried in his hand, and wos met with a detiant
yell from the crowd ern the pier. Hunds on the
Cepheus and on the pier moved townrd  hip
pockets for & moment, There was a fireathless
silence, Livery one felt that the dnft of a straw
might bring shots nnd death. Then right at the
critieal moment the bund ou the Cephens struck
up the strains of * America.” Amid lond cheer-
ing the Cephens came to anchor at the western
end of the dock, there to await developments

About half an hour afterward s boat eontiin-
ing three policemen started ont from the Cephens
and made for the steamer Ripple, which had just
arrived from Babylen with a cargo of freal stores
and provislona for use in the hotel, Tt was evi-
dent that the pelicemen meant, if they eould, to
make a lapding on the steamer and thus reach the
pler, but the erowd of people rushed on to the
deck of the Woat. “A letter for the doctor,”
shouted one of the policernen, waving nn envelope
im his hand. *No go, back, back,” yelled the
opposition, and the bout returned to the Cophens.

On the Ripple came Mr. “Fischel, of Fischel
& Reid, who, with his pariner, walked into the
petel oftice and there hunded to Dr. Viicht the
copy of the Injunction granted by Judee Barnard,
Then the Islip Board of Health elustered tozether
en the plazza und discussed the eitnution in
eonaultation with their counsel.

The dag gvas enlivened by several little inci-
dents, some of them saddening, others amusdng.
When the thirty good men and true from Isiip
landed on Fire Island late of Sunday night, Presi-
dent Wilson decided that it would be unecossury
to establish a patrol gudrd. This measire haid
became Incfensingly necessary from the faet thut
belligerents had threstened to burn down the

botel. Under President Wilson's direetion
the patrol wus div[@ed inlo three witehes.
Dr. Edson und- two reporters wuole  the

first watch, President Wilson snd twe more re-
porters teok the secoud, Mr. Creuch and i third
brace of newspaper imen kad the third. Just
before 8 o'clock shadewy figures were discovered
in the durkness creeping around the renr of the
hotel.

ATTEMPT TO BURN THE HOTEL.

Wateh No. £ followed and took a guiet ob-
servation of them. The nmatenr skirmishers lifted
an old barrel and filled it with shavings knd put it
under the rear piazza of the hetel, But hefore
they could de any further damage, the wateh
marehed up, drove them away, and for the rest
of thair teur of duty kept a close wateh upon the
barrel. The mext difienlty that eonfronted Mr.
Wilson was the wenk-kueed Pilot Weekes. This
min was literally between Seylla and Claryluis,
On the one side, if he tried to bring the Cepleus
to the pier he would ino®r the enmity of the bay
men. On the other hand, if Le refused to pilot
the bont into port, lie disobheyed the direetions
fromm Whashington and ran the risk of sufering
& heavy fine and a long term of uprisonment.
Preaident Wilson talked to Lim wica much foree
snd clearness for a few moments and finally pre-
vafled on him to do Lie duty. Ile brought the
Cephbeus to the pier and was hooted for his pains,

THE BRUTALITY PASSES ALL BOUNDS

The ocourrences sipee ightfall have displayed
a degree of gruelty well nigh inconceivable. As
it was getting dark, a boat put off from the
steamer, rowed by two police. ITu the stern stood
8 tall, gray-halred man, Robert ML Thompson.  As
he approsched the landing the mob gatherl
threateningly. He asked ta be heard on hehalt
of the 200 women and children on the steauer
who were suffering from hunger, exposurs and
exhaustion. After some minutes of insulting re-
torts by the mob, he was allowed to speal. e
gnid the men on the stenmer did not ask 1o land,
The young women would remain if necessary, hut
the old women, some of them grandmothors. and
the children, suffering not for comforts, but for
deoent care, hould be allowed to land. They
would be returned to the stenmer after a night's
rest and one meal. Willard P. Reid answered
that if the eaptuin of the steamer would come
ashore, the people for whom he spoke would con-
sider the request,

Mr. Thompson returned to the stesmer after
gaying he would attempt to bLriug the eaptain
back with him. Tt was dark except for the light
of the sturs, when the hoat was seen approsching
the lasding again.  When the hoat  almost
touched the pier a tall spare fizure was seon stand-
ing in the bow.

Most of the passengers were
Amerieans returning from abroad,

There was no serdons Ulness on board the Columbla.
Although the steamshlp bLelongs to the HHambnrg-
American Line, she has not been near the 11-fated
cty of Hamburg for about two months, and on this
trip she did not carry any Stecrage PUsSEngers Rhe
salled lrom Sonthampton September 4, and mada
the trip across the Atlantie In six days, fourtesn
hours and forty-elght minutes.

For four days after leaving the English eoaat the
phlp encounteied hoavy esds, A lirge number of
the membors of the Arlon Socle’'y &ere on
tut they did not do any singing while on the steamer,
Most of them were sensick untll the day betore the
Amefean shore was sightrd, There waé no beer
on boand, €0 the Germans were an nnhappy lot, so
the ofticers say, 8s soon 8s Thls stafe of affulrs was
discovered., “The Arons did not Tthink of beer
untll they had nearly recoverpd from sensteliness,”
sald one of the officers yesterday, “but when that
time came there were numeraus Inquiries,
We could not gt a supply of Leer ot
southgmpton, and we lad only ale und porter on
pourd. Hut this would not satisfy eur Gierman pa-
trons, and @ great hue and ery was ralsed when it
was Jenried that there wad no beer to be had. When
the Health Officer’s boat stream¢d uway from the
Columbla last Saturday, the parting request that the
passengers made to the men on bourd the boat was:
‘Please send a few kegy of beer on bourd.' "
