HE DIRECTS THE SHERIFF OF SUFFOLK COUNTY
TO GUARD AGAINET VIOLENCE—TO
FIGHT THE INIUNOTION.

The purchase of Fire Islund for the use of healthy

passengers on choleri-Infected ships hins
arovsed  sueh opposttion nmang Yase -
fag In  the twwn of IsHp, that Guvernor
Flower felt he was needed In the elty vestenday,

He had been In Syracuss, travellsd by nigt train
to Watertown, and funday night speot his  thisd
night on a sleeping-car. On Lle aretval In this elty
abeut 7:530 yesterdny morning, he went to  thi
Windsor Hotel, arcompanted by hiz private secrotary,
Crlonel T, 8. Wllams, and Professor Charics A,
Coilin, the legul representative of the Attorney-
General. It was not fomg before the truth of the
reports of threatened meb violence al Fire lsland
was voritied, apd before 10 o'clock the followlng
proclamation wuws made :

For the rellef and protection of the passengers on
bourd the choleru infected vessels mmr quarantined
in the port of New-York, I have caused 1o be pur
chased on behall of the State certalu property at Fire
Island, 1n the Ooutty of Sufolk. The Stute, throngh
Its afficers, has tuken possession of suld property, und
passengers from the Rifected vessels are (o be trans
ported thither withont delny,

In spite of this official acuon by State authority, it
Is represented in the public press that cltizens of
suffolk Comnty sre preparing forelbly to pesist the
landing of said Fl&h'll?i‘l‘l or the use of the State's
property for purposes of qoarantiie, and have nlrendy,
through local efficers and cltizens, made Lgstlle
demenstration to that end.

1, thersfore, direct the Sherifi of Suffolk County to
use all his powers to resist apy attempted Inter
forence with the lawl exereise of State authority in
taking possession of sald, property, and 1 commnnd
bim to see that the suld property is properly guirded
sgalnst all violence und that the Quarantine officers
are amply protected In the discharge of their duty,

1 also warn all persons agninst flegnl Interforenca
with the use of Fire Island s « quaraniloe station,
and 1 direct all peace officers of the county o en-
force obwdience to the laws and compel respect for
Btate aucbority.

Fallure to comply with the Injnnetions of this
proclamation will be considered sufficlent enuse for
removal from oflice.

The proclamation was telgraphed to the Shedft of
Euffolk County, at Riverhead, and must have been re-
celved by lim before It was Rnown that Judge Barnard
had granted a temporary fnjunetion resteaining the
health officers from transferring the quarantined pis-
sengers to Fire Island.

The grinting of this Injunction was a matier of st
prise to Governor Flower. e talked frecly fo @
Trfbupe reporter about the hasty acton of the people
of Tellp. *1% is o cruel thing on the part of the people
pehind this tniunction,” he said, with emphakls, * and
yet I beliove they would be ready to fake care of o
cholera case, If one shoull develop among them. 1
don’t belteve they thave noted with deliberition.”
