STANDING WELL THE LONG JOURNEY FROM
THE ADIRONDACKS TO WASHINGTON.

PATHETIC SCENES AT TUE DEPARTURE OF THE
SPECIAL TRAIN FROM LOON LAKE-THE
THAFE-MILE RIDE FROM THE
COTTAGE TO THE STATION.

Loon Lake Iouse, N, Y., Sept. 20.--President
and Mra. Harrison left Loon Lake ot 12:13
o'clock this afterncon in 4 special train for Wash-
fngton, Wi them were Mr. and Mrs. J. K
MoKee, Rusecll Hurrison, Mrs  Dimmick, Lieu-
tenant and Mrs Parker, Private Secretary Hul-
ford, Dr. Gurloer, Migs Marie Kempe, Benjamin
and Mary MeKes, George W. Boyd, Miss Davis,
the npurse; the President's valet, Churles, and

Mrs. Harrison's maid, Josepiiine.

Just before the departure of the train from
Isoon Lake, Dr. Garduer, speaking of the wagon
ride from the Loon Lake House, said to the repre-
sentative of the Associnted Prees: “ Mis Harni-
son has borne the journey to this point remarka-
Lly well—wiuch better, indeed, than we antici-
pated. This drive was regarded as one of the
most dange s parts of the trip, and that she
made it 8o well gives t= wmueh encouragement 1o
regurd to the remaindeM ot the journey.”

When the Fresuieut this morning gently in-
formed his wife thut she would be taken to Wash-
ington to-day, she at once brlabtened up and ex-
pressgd her great joy at the prospect of going back
to that city The day was bright and clear and
cald, and altogetir tavorablo for the journey.

Mre. larrison's periluus journey began at 11
o'cloelk this worning, with her trapsier to thwe
long mountsin wagon by which she was to he
conveyed to the pearest rallroad station, thive
miles distuut. She was placed on u stretelier
covpred with rugs, blankets ond pillows, and four
strong men carrisd her to the wagon.  The Prosi-
dent and Dr. Gardner walked on either side, each
holding one of the patient's hands The profes
gional nurse was close bebind, and was followed by
tlie rest of the household, The stretcher wus
carefully placed in the wagon on a larze cot.

The same consideration accorded the afilieted
family since its first arrival here was obscrved
to-day, and the trunsfer was nevomplished nuietly
and without the slightest ohtrugiveness on the
part of the guests of the plaee, although oll of
them are greatly interested in the suceess of the
undertaking.

The trip from the cottage to the train in wait-
ing at Loon Lake station was stecessinlly made.
Ferdinand W. lase, proprictor of the hotel,
furnished his best-iruined horses and the most
eareful driver of his stable for the wagonh Carry-
inz the invalil, and he walked behind it the
entire way 1o render any ges stunes that might be
pecessary. The President and the nuree sat be-
gide Mrs, Harpison dn the wazon, Dr Gnrduer
stood on the step at the rear. and Mrs, Harri-
gon's maid, Jesephine, sat on the seal with
the driver. The horses proceeded onoa wilk, and
the wagon gprings were so perfectly  adjusted
that the many roogh gpots in the mountain road
were searcely felt by the oceupants. Mrs.
Harrison seemid to suiler 0o diseomfort from the
unusual experiencel and it was found neecessury
1o make only one stop on the ronte, and that a
ghort one. The party made the trip in about
forty-five minutes, and on reaching the station
found all the rest of the family and a few friends
awaliting their arrival. The wngon WwHua care-
fally backed up to the rear of the train, and
willing hands were found to assist the Prosident
and Dr. Garduer in carrying its precious hurden
into the car, which had been specially prepared
for it reception.

Mrs, Harrison smiled a feeble recognition of the
pervice, and held out her hand to Mr. Boyd, who
bad helped to place her on the couch. He war
much touched at the greeting and was compelled
to leave the car to hide his tears The same
fecling of sadness pervaded the entire party, aud
the President’s eyes were red from constant weejr
fmg. There Wers many expressions of svmpathy
for the Chief Mugistrate and his greatly afllicted
wile.
