Brechinddge aitached the Interest of the American
working people in Harlem, spolie at Repablicun miss-
mectings In many parts of Harlem, and Jeft the Demo-
siatle fallacy of trlff peform s plilable plight.
Colonel W. J. Parkinson, in his sddress before the
Harlem Republican Clib on Weduesday nlght, gave
s clear and concise hundling of the posltlon of the
Demnocratly  party In the present eampuigu. M
Breckinfidge tried to make out that all the Democrmey
wanted was “tarlif peform®” in the Intomest of the wark
ingman and cversbody else.  Lut Colopel Purkinson

Not only 1s It demanded that Free Trade shall rale, tut
the good old principle of protertion o Amercan in-
dustry, which Jefferson favored and Jugkson voted
tor, is declared to be unconsiitutional, Bt this 1a no
pew doctrine either for the Demociatic party or the
pountry. The experiment has Leen miade, and 1he re
sult of this ‘tarift for revenue ouly’ buslness 1s tully
understood by the people of this country.
