| President Harrison during his diplomatic ca-
yeer, but that he has also completely restored

a most difficult and even dangerous post; and
it is not wo high praise when we add that he
has fully justitied the President’s personal con-
fidence and left behind him a record for cour-
age, indostry, firmness and consummate tact
of which any American diplomatist might well
be proud.
