The reeular long session never suceeeds in get-
ting o general taviff bill throngh until mid-
summer. and between that time and the elec-
tions of November, 1804, there will be time
for voters to learn only where the new law
hurts, and not where it may bhelp.

QU SHIPPING IN THE FOREIGN TRADE.

Commissioner Edvmd C, O Urien, of the
Durean of Navigation, has submitted to the
seeretary of the Treasury an interesting and
instructive report. It not only Turnishes an
account in detall of the present eonditions in
which our shipping interests are plaezd, but it
gives a elear and aceuiats historieal statement
of the shipping question and the varied treat-
ment it has received from the foundation of the
Government. Mr. O'Brien’s emelusions ave
those to which every one must eome who eon-
ciders the restoration of our moerchant marine
an impoitant Natiotnl maiter, It is no longer
persibile to elalm that the concession of Ameri-
enn registyy to forciga-built vessels will solve
this problem.  The difference in the first cost
of a vessel here and abroad is something, but it
is no longor sericus.  The great diference in
¢xpense is in running the ship, Lut even if it
oecurred in the original constraction, he would
be a short-sighted person who would advise a
jolicy which nee ssarily involves the destrie-
ton of onr valuable shipbuilding plants. In
any aspeet, however, the question is lurgely the
old one of labor, and, in its settlement, the
