When M. Andricux's list of 104 comprongised
Deputies was shown' to M. Stephane, e veoocnived
it as 8 copy of the list which Bavon Reinnely i
tated to him, and which be gave to Clemencean
M. Asselin, chief bookkeeper for M. Tropper, tes
tiflesd before the committee that M. Stephane Ll
spoken of the list to him before 1590, but lud
not. mentioned any names,

lkp“‘y Gaillard, whose name was foumwl in the
notebook of M. Arton, who dispensed 1.550,000
frygnes ® Depntics, told the committes that he
had no dealings with Funuwma matters. I hal
known Arton to be a zood judae of picties anl
& keen bargainer, andl had theretors commission:l
him to buy for 2,000 fraucs two pietnres by
Wiena exhibited in the Sulon of 1884 This
was the matter undoubtedly, M Gaillurd said, to
whigh M. Artou referted in Lis woteboul.

Paris, Jan. 10.—The Soclalists continue 1o ke
the Punema scandal 8 basis for revolutlonary aliiution.
Citizen Guesde says fu an Interview today That 1he
Panama developments sre advancing the hour of a
Soclalist trinmph. “The mvelations.” Lo doelares,
“bed as they are, have told our party nothing new.
1t has long Leen known that Cpportunist eireles were
winted snd faling to pleces through decomposition.
The Panama affalr 1s a great scandul, but oll great
Lanks and industrial enterprises ars in much the sume
condition, only the turpltude is hidden more deeply.
Ths Panama exposures will Lelp to enlighten e couu-
try. Small sgriculturists, their eves opened to the
dishonesty of their Deputles, will recoguize that 11 s
pnly our party that can promise someibing appre
clable, while asking nothing In return.

“In one senge the ovcaslon ks cume with Inven-
venlent suddenness, The pear las ripenesd  too
quickly, and events find us in rather an unprepired
rondition. The Soclalist ranks are not fully equipp+d
for the coming elections. If we had a personal policy
sufficing for the present hour—if we had nioney Nie
the Opportunists and Reactonists—we would e cerinin
to securs @ majority of the next Clutmber of Deputies,
Unfortunately we can contest only part of the elee
toral districts : but despite all disadvantages we shinll
