S4VE THE QUARANTINE BILL.

Every day increases the probability that Con-
gross will adjonrn without the passage of any
quarantine bill worth having. This lamentable
vesult, beyond all question deplored by a vast
majority of the people of every State, without
thought of partisan interests, is directly dune to
the positive instructions forwarded from Tam-
many to the New-York City Congressmen, re-
quiring them at all hazards to prevent the
passage of any bill curtailing the powers of
Dr. Jenkins and his quarvantine establishmnent.
The health of the Nation, which the ablest of
our epidemiologists have emphatically declared
in danger on acepunt of the ineflicieney of the
Joenl quarantine, is of no importance to the
Tammany hosses when the proper care of it
yeduess one iota their opportunity of patronage
and plunder. It is no argument to them that
the success of the World's Fair depends on
imparting to intending visitors from abroad a
thorough confidence in our arrangements for
their protection against disease. Tammany has
bad long years of experience in meeting clear
proofs and sound doctrines with contemptuous
silence or frivolous excuse. Its leaders are not
ineonsistent, when they attempt npon the conn-
tiv at large impositions which have done so well
at home. but it will be shameful if the attempt
suceeeds.

As the Senate Quarantine bill reached the
Ionse, while not abolishing State guarantine
authority, it gave to the officers of the National
Board of Tlealth the right to asseit, npon emer-
pent ocenasions, supreme control over incoming
vossely, their crews, cargoes and passengers.
This was by no means an ideal scheme. Tam-
many’s had purposes were &0 well representgd
in the Scnate that to avoid dangerons con-
tentions the advecates of & sufficient National
measire were coneiliatory. Their ohject was
to leave to Tammany and the New-York
State government the vight to make as hinge
a State establishment as they saw fit so long
as it was done at nobody's expense but their
own. It was hoped that with this they wouhll
be content. Tammany, however, has no gual-
ity so mavked as that which forbids it to be
content with less of anything it wants than
all. When the Tammany bossos smrenden to
public sentiment, they are heaten, not moveil
by dull amiability. Their attack on the Sen-
ate bill ought to he a lesson to legislatars at
Washington who have st heart the public good
as a primo consideration. In swiftness, con-
centration and craft it was 8 Tammany master-
piece. Tt displayed with graphic effect the
fact that the discipline maintained by Mr.
Croker over the ablest and most independent
of his Congressmen is as perfect and as sure
of resnlts as that enforced upon the pettiest
politician that hangs about the City Hall. They
all come in when the bell rings.

To pass the hill as finally emasculated by
Tammany will be to leave Dr. Jenkins a3
potent for mischief as he was lngt summer., Ho
will be practically beyond the reach of Federal
direction. This is not the will of tha coun-
try. and there ought to bhe some way, even at
g late a day as this, of making Democratic
(ongressmen from the South and West under-
atand that they must take orders from their
constitients and not from tho bosses of Tam-
many Hall. The present sitnation is precisely
what Tammany wishes. No legislation at all
is probable and no legislation, from the bosses’
point of view, is just a shade better than the
measure they remodelled. In either event Dr.
Jenkins is free and untrammelled, but if no
bill passes he will have Jess law to constrie
and more exense for spending money. Every
ageney throngh which public opinion can as-
cort, itself should he active and earnest in nrg-
ing the Senate to stand firm and the House to
accopt the original Senate bill. [Its assurances
of safety are little enough, and the necessity
of obtaining them is all the more pressing be-
cunse of the humiliating position in which the
whole Nation wonld be placed by an abject
amrender of Congress to Tammany. That
would be a surrender of the highest publio
interests to a demand for plunder. The perils
of gpestilence in its most dreaded form and of
tlie rain of an Exhibiticn in which the Nation's
honor and millions of money are invested womld
be actually invoked in order that Tammany
might be left in undisturbed possession of the
spoils of the guarantine office.

AMEND THE EIGHTH COMMANDMENT.

The Legislature has intervened in the Co-
lumbian celebration frauds in Brooklyn and
legalized, so far as it was able to do so, the
conduct of the indicted officials. It Is now
confidently asserted that the civil and eriminal
proceedings against them will be abandoned.
We do not make any predictions, but content
ourselves with advising good citizens in Brook-
Isn to keep a close watch upon the District-
Attorney’s office during the mext sixty days.
If the Legislature has passed an enabling act
to invalidate the work of the Grand Jury and
to relieve indicted officials from criminal prose-
cution, there ought to be sufficient. civic virtue
in the town to warrant a public protest against
a glaring abuse of legislative functions.

The Legislature recently enacted a measure
which hrought to naught the Grand Jury’s in-
vestigation of the excise cases i this town.
It has now gone to the rescuo of a large group
of indicted officials in Brooklyn. If these
precedents are followed, it will be at liberty to
paralyze the functions of Grand Juvies in other
counties whenever they undertake to expose
public frand and official corruption.  Cymical
citizens who reflect upon these matters will be
likely to ask whether a substitute cannot Ye
found for all this special legislation. Why does
not the Legislature pass a general act limiting
the action of Grand Juries to ordinary breaches
of the Eighth Commandment and exempting

municipal offcials aliqaathes fxom its opera-

tion? That would be a broad method of deal-
ing with the matter. 1f Grand Juries have no
cause for action against municipal dishonests
the conrts and District-Attomeys onght to ad-
vise them to confine their attention to petty
laiceny, highway robbery and ordinary forms
of theft and swindling. ‘Their time will he
saved and the legal procedure greatly facili-
tated.

This may seem, as we have said, a somewhat
cynical view to take of the action of the Legis-
lature ; but it is, at least, logical. A burglar
who breaks open a safe and is indicted for his
crime is not rescned by the Legislature from
proseention, A group of ofticials uniting in a
deliberate attempt to swindle the city and coun-
ty treasuries are favored with special legisla-
tion Ly which the indictments .against them
are invalidated, This is not equal and fmpar-
tial justice, It is diserimination in favor of
politicians who have not robbed their neigh-
bors, but the whole town. In order to make
this a loglcal process a general act is needed.
The Legislatme should plice itself on record
by declaring that ¢ Rhon shalt not steal” does
not refer to municipal dishonesty and breaches
of public trust.  Then Grand Juries and prose-
cuting anthorities will know what to do and
what not to do.

————
JUSTICE LAMAR'S SUCCESSOR,

The vacancy on the bench of the Supreme
Conrt oceasioned by the death of Jnstiee Lamar
will be filled either by Piesident Harrison be-
fore the expiration of his term or by President-
elect Cleveland after his accession to oftice. It
is unnecessary for anyhaody to assume that in
either ease an untit appointment will ba made.
No President of the United States has ever yet
bronght scandal upon onr highest court or dis-
graced his own great oftice by his use of the
appointing power in filling the Supreme Court
beneh,  Appointments have heen severely crit-
icised in some instances, and the motives of
the President in making them have sometimes
been called in question 3 but the selections made
have almost invatiably tured ont to b wise.
American eitizens may reflect with honest and
patriotic pride npon the fact that no judicial
ribunal in the world sustains a higher char-
acter for ability and integrity than the Supreme
Court of the United States, and the country
expects this high standard to e maintained.
President Harrison's appointments thus far are
a sufficient assmance on this point so far as he
is coneerned. and we have no wish to assume
that Mr. Cleveland wonld permit unwarthy con-
siderations to influence him in the appointment.

And we are quite willing to leave it to Presi-
dent HMarrison’s judgment of his own responsi-
bility and duty and of ofticial propriety w hether
he will himself send to the Senate a nomina-
tion for Justice Lamar's suecessor or leave the
vacancy to be filled by Mr. Cleveland.  1le
bas no lack of advice from the newspapers on
the subject.  An animated  disenssion s in
progress in the press over the question  of
official propriety, and we ohserve that some
of Mr. Cleveland’s most avdent supporters con-
tend with mueh earnestness, supportinge their
contention by citations from  history, thot it
would be manifestly improper, if not altogether
indecent, for President Harrison 1o make an
appointment  of snch importance ithin six
woeks of the expitation of his own tevm of
office.  The zal of onr able contempararies
seems to ns unealled for nnd misplaead.  Thei
salleitude appears to Lie chietly die to pulitieal
and partisan considerations, ey assnme that
President Harrison would appoint a Reprbilican,
while Mr. Cleveland wonld as a matter of
eourse select one of his own panty for the
place. They may be corseet in this asstmp-
tion : but whether sa or not jt dovs not strike
us as a valid argument, For i any proper
view of the office it is and of right onght to
be non-political and non-partisin, A great
deal of campaign nonsense, that havdly tloats
to the level of =aloon politics, is in cirenlation
about the preponderance of one party or the
other on the =upreme heneh. The emptiness
and irrelevaney of it will appear when one
staps 1o consider that hardly ence in a geneta-
tion does a guestion come hefore the Supremo
Conrt in which party polities is even remotely
involved.

Weo hope we give no offence to any of onr
able contemporaries engaged in pointing out
the line of propriety as well as of responsi-
bility and duty for President Harrison to fol-
low when we say that for its own part THE
Tripvse would be quite content to leave the
wholo question to the President himsell, as
perfectly competent to settlo it in the most
satisfactory way. It is not at all likely that at
the ¢lose of his term, after having discharged
the duties of the Presidential office with such
dignity, ability and integrity &s have brought
him the respect and eonfidence of all parties,
he wonld do anything unworthy of hig record
or that wonld jeopard his high standing in the
esteem of his countrymen.  And we may add,
withont intending any reflection upon the in-
fallibility of our own profession, that we woull
as soon have President llarrison or Mr. Cleve-
land select Justice Lomar's suceessor ag, for
example, to lenve the choice to tha Editor of
“The New-York Evening Dost.”

NEW CANADIAN TRADE RETURNS.

Another year of the so-called National Pol.
jey in Canada has produced results entirely
similar to those that have generally followed
its operation. The Canadian government-year
ends, as does anr own, on June 30 ; hnt while
onr statistics are publishied with great prompt-
ness, the returns from Canada are always de-
laved. Those for the year 1802 have just been
published.  They show an aggregate foreign
trade of something over 241,000,000, an in-
crease over last year of $23.000,000. The
Conservatives, or Government party, hail these
figures with an appearance of satisfaction: but
they overlook the important fact that so long
ago as in 1874, under the operation of a tariff
arrangement which enablod tliem to deal freely
with us, their country enjoyed an aggregate
trade of #217,000,000, or nearly as much as
they had last year. The National Policy bas
been in operation for ten years with a net re-
sult of increasing the foreign trade of Canada
about half as much as it was increased during
the ten years preceding. The best that can
be said for it as a fiseal and industrial scheme
is that it bas not quite ruined the country.
Jt is a country of such splendid possibilities,
such vast resources and such an energefic and
industrious population that in many respects
the embarrassments to trade presented by the
Canadian tariff have been overcome.

It has frequently Leen said in THE TRIBUNE
that our present trade relations with Canada
are as satisfactory from our Point of view as
any could be except those which would resnlt
upon political union. No form of reciprgeity
has been seriously proposed by any Canadian
party which wonld be likely to remder Canada
more dependent on onr markets, both as a
source of supply and as a means of export, than
she is now. If the National Policy has in-
jured us at all, it has done so in a degree much
less than that by which it has injured Great
Butain. Canada’s imports from Great Britain
in 1883 were $52,000,000, and from the
United States $566,000,000. In ten ycars the
supplies frog Great Buitajn have decrensed to

the valus of $41,000,000, while those from
tho United States to the value of only $33,-
000,000. So that we are not only a larger
sourca of supply, but one relatively greater
than we were ten years ago. Un the other
hand, Canada’s exports have gone to the
mother country in increasing, and to us in
decreasing, ratio. To Great Butain Canada
exported in 1883 merchandise to the value of
%47.000,000, and to us to the valne of B41,-
000,000, Last year Great lritain’s receipts
reached nemly $65,000,000, anil onrs nearly
£19,000,000, So that while the balance of
trado was in favor of Great Dritain ten years
ago by the sum of 85,000,000 and in favor
of the United States by the sim of S15,000,-
00D, it is mow against Great Dritain by the
aum of $23,000,000, and in favor of us as
largely as ever, These figures are in no way
disturbing to us. They mean that by no trick
of tariffs can Canada escape the necessity of
purchasing the principal part of her supplies
from the United States. They mean that the
effort to do so after ten years of tiial has eom-
pletely failed.  And they also mean that our
agricultural schedules, designed to protect the
American farmer, have had the effect of send-
ing Canadian produce in constantly increasing
quantities to London instead of to New-York.
They vindicate the wisdom of American stafes-
men in abrogating the old reciprecity treaty,
and in refusing to negotiate a new one unless
accompanied by a rearrangement of Canada’s
tiscad policy to make it harmonize with onrs,

The American position with regard to Canada
socially, politically and commerctally is neces-
sary and consistent. We cannot allow Canadian
ports to be the inlet for foreign manufactures
to the bharm of our own, nor can we confer
upon Canada all the advantages of association
with us unless the Provinces afe prepared fo
asstime the liabilities and responsibilities which
aro the corollaries of such concessions, M,
Blake's forcible remark, that a reciprocity
treaty with the United States for a term of
vears wonld supply to Canada men, money and
markets, goes directly to the heart of the
Canadian question. He referred, of course, to
our men, our money and cur markets, and to
those that wonld be proeured by reason of
assoeintion with ns in foreign transactions.
There is no reason why we shonld employ our
strength in building np a country which intends
to use, and does use, what we give it to ounr
loss and hwt. | So lonz as the Canadian peoplo
prefer to own allegianes to European Power,
and to make wse of that connection as a men-
ace in the settlement of Ameriean gqnestions,
<o long they will deny themselves the full
measire of American sympathy and friendship.
=0 long they will be luoked upon as English
and European, rather than as a race of Ameri-
cats. When they choose to put themselves in
Jine with the politieal sentiment of these con-
finents, they will find it easy to trade with
the United =tates on substantially their own
terms.

THE WoRLI'S FAIR APPROPRIATION.

The interview with ex-Senate MeNanghton
priblished in Tie Trisese on Monday must
have heen road with satisfaction by all citizens
of the ~tate who foel an interest in the displag
which New-York is to make at the World's
Fair. Mr. MeNanghton is the chiel executive
ofticer of the State’'s World's Fair Commission-
crs. and is doubtless hottor informed than any
one olse regarding what has been done and
what is contemplated in reference to the Fi-
position. It is evident from his statements
that the people of New-York will have no ooa-
cien to hlush for their State whon they visit
Jackson Park.  One peoint especially of this
interesting interview will not eseapa attention.
Mr. MeNaughton is eonvinead that the appro-
priation of SH00,000 for World's Fair pirs
poses made by the last Legislatue will prove
That this would he so was fore-
seen by a large mimber of aente observers o
vear ago, and the Legislature of 1882 was
wesed to appropriate not less than hall a million.
The opposition to so reasonable an appropria-
tion was led by Governor Flower and by John
Buyd Thacher, & member of the National
World's Fair Commission.  They seonted tho
idea that morn than $300,000 would be re-
quited, and the Governor made nse of an ex-
pression far less creditable to him than his
famons remark about Long Islamd votes Last
fall.

Loth of these men have since indulged in
<ober second thonghts.  In his messace 1o the
Legislatura the Governor recommended an ad-
ditional appropriation of 5300,000, and even

insuffivient,

before that Mr. Thacher had come to the con- |

clusion that double the original amount wonld
be required. It is true thap last year's appro-
priation has not all been expended yet, but it
has all bheen provided for and its inadequacy
is clearly apparent. It behooves the Legis-
lature to regand with favor the recommenda-
tion for a liberal appropriastion in addition to
that already made.  Whether so much as
£300,000 is demanded is a question for care-
ful consideration. It is easy enough to sea
that the wiser plan would have been to set
aside the $300,000 asked for last year. Dnt
the mistake made then should not fail of cor-
rection now. The Empire State must be pre-
pared to bold its own with all the other States
in the great spectaclo which Chicago will pre-
sent for the admiring gaze of the nations of
the world,

LETTING SLIP A GOLDEN OPPORTUNITY.

The man who ia letting the golden opportunity
slip is Richard Croker. ‘The golden opportunity
is the privilege of riding down Pennsylvania-
ave, on Insuguration Doy, on a spirited, high-
stepping, bit-cliampirg, loud-snorting, vichly ca-
parisoned eharger, at the head of the Tammany
battalion. It had been generally understood in
politieal anl riding cireles that Mr. Croker
was to be one of the most ornamental of the
many features of the Inanguration Day exercises.
Indeed, some of Lis ardent admirers went to thae
length of usserting, * without fear ol contradie-
tion,” that while Mr. Croker witched the main
thorotghfare of the Federal Capital with noble
horsemanship on  March 4 it would  be
stranga if he did not attract as much attention
as Mr. Cleveland himself.  “ Mark my words,”
gald one of these admirers, “nine out of ten
persons who gaze at the inauguration prozession
will be saying to the policemen who are keeping
the erowd back, "Sav, coppy, don't let Dick
Croker prance by without our getting a good
look at him.'*

But, alas! according to the latest advices, it
is mot to be.
