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MR. FARQUHAR'S SCHEME. |[

A NEW RAPID TRANSIT ACT INTRODUCED
AT ALBANY.

IT PROVIDES FOR A NEW BOARD OF COMMIS-
QLOKERS TO MK APPOINTED BY MAYOR

GILROY-=GREAT POWERS PLACED
IN TAMMANY'S HANDS.

[PRAM THE RROULAR CORRFSFONIENT OF THE TRIDUNRS
Albany, Jan. S1.—Percivel Fapquline, one of the
Tammany 1lull Assemblymen, arrived here from New-
York this morning, bringing with Mm a new Ropld
Transit act. It abollshes the present Ropld Transit
Commission and sulstiintes for (1 a new Doard of
Rapid Tran<dt Commil-sloners of five membs 1o Le
appointed by Mayor Gliroy,
ean appolnt five snchems of Tammany Hall, If he de-
sires 10 do 50, ns members of this powerful board.

Mr, Farquhar's aet secem< to have been drawn with
A two-fold alm. One object Is to authorize the present
glevated rullroad companies 1o bulld spurs from their
present lines on Third sivl Fixth aves, eastward and
westward to the ferrles nearcst those lines.  These
ugpur® rollroads are no doubt intended to serve ns
feeders 1o the maln lines, A second atm of the bill
is to anthoriza the grunting of a framchise to some
corporation 1o bulld a rapld-transit railrond In New-
York unrestricted as 10 the amount of bonds or stock
It shall lssue 1o o confiding finaneial public.

The bill says that In eltles having over 1,500,000
population, meantng New York, the Mayor of slich
clty “may st any Ume after be passage of this act
appoint five persons wno shall be residents of such
aty, who shall be Commissioners of Rapid Tronsit
under the provislons of this nct.” That those who
drew up the aet Lad some thought of politieal advan-
tege Is evident from the fact that a glause is stricken
out of the Rapld Trmnsit act which In effect de lared
that whenever thers shogld bLe a vacaney in the
BapH Transit Comuml=slen It shonld be filled by the
Mayor with some cltizen *who shell belong o the
same politlonl party s+ did the Connnissioner whoni
guch appointee succecds.” Even If Mayor Gilroy
should appoint Republican Commissioners, therefore,
gome succeeding Tummany tall Mayor could til their
places In case of their resigning or dying with Tum-
many Hall Democrals,

But perhaps the most Interesting phrase fo the act
Is that which authorizes the extonsion of the elevated
rallronds 10 the forrles,  The bill says:

Nothing In this act shall authorize the construction of
st elevated railway in the City of New.York south of
Ope-hupdredand. twentyv-sixth.<t.  and  notth of Powline
Green, except In exterior stioets or in the portions of
shroods AW Oucupied by elovated raliweys, wnd except o
the paflons of sald city cast of the present so.called Third
Avenus Elevated Rallway and west of the présent so.
einled Bixth Avenme line for spurs running east and west
reapectively to now exlsting forries.

Another luteresting feature of the act Is its pro.
wislon for thp.%wrslm: of the rapid transit road built
by the corporaflon which oltaine the f{ranchlse to
pulld it to the possession of the elty, The act says:

Tho torms of sale must also epecify the maximum
pates of fares and frelght which such eorporation may
charge and collect for the curriage of persons and proj-
erty. Al sales uf such rights, privileges and [ranchises
shall be mad~ for o definits term of ¥ewrs, Not cxeeding
150 years, and the Poard of Rapld Translt Commisstoners
may, if practicsble fn the terms of sale, provide that
ut the end of sald s:rm the rallway and franchises shafl
revers to the Muvor, Aldermen and Commenalty of the
city of New.Yord, or revert subjoct to any mortEuge
or othér Ljen upon tha property, of sich corporation.

Mr. Farquhar in his act has talien pains to sweep
away certain restrlotlons upon the sale of the stocks
and bonds of the proposed rapld transit road ; although
he provides that “nelther stocks nor bonds shall
be lssned except for returpable cansideration In money,
labor, or, property.” In order, apparently, that the
lador done by the present Buard of Hapld ‘Transit
Commisstoners shall not be lost  the follewlng new
section Is added 1o the Ropd Trausit act?

Section 87—In case any Doard of Repld Transit Rall-
rosd Commissiounrs constituted under ruls act shall atopt
the routs or routes and geactul plaw of construction de
wrmined by any board previeusiy comstituted wnder the
provisions of Chapter 4, of the Laws of 1891, v shad not
be necossary to rencw the appiication fer cemsent. of the
Omnmon Council, or of the property owners, &ppolnunent
of commissfoneis to the Gereral Term of the Supreme
Ceurt, or confirmation by sald court, ws previded In Sec.
Wen 5 heresl, but smd route or routes and general plan
of construction us adejted Ly sald beard censtitited under
the act shall bo desmed elioadr consentd te Dy the
Commen Council and confirmed by the court, and the said
board shall far that pirpoes be deened the successor of the
mid previcus board, as If sald Jaw were not repoaled.

There is nlso another section, No. 38, It savs:

Gection Si—Any corporeiion formed wunder this act
shall be excmpt fiom taxation until Ghne Fear feom the
commencement of the operation of its raliways or o por
tion thereof.

After sending hix bill to the desk, Mr. Farquher

spoke In prrt as follows:

Mr. Spsaker: This bill is based upon the bill of 1801,
I have taMen thas Lill and made the changes in the
margioa! notes and in addition, <o that it will be perfectly
clfar to any cae axamining it just what thosh changes are,
16 provides for appointment oy the Maysr of & new Rapid

the papers upan the make.ny of the present Rapid Transit
Commission. The rason whv the plan edopted by the
Rapid Transit Commissioncrs was not pub thtoneh, the
reason why capital sts de lined to go Into it, was on secolnt
of ocertaln restrictlens st leauning stk and
dolog work. This hill removes those restrictions. It
pecognizas the present need of rapid transit and glves
absoluta frendom to wny cOmpany that takes a franchise
to bulld & road to fesue any amount of stocks and bands
18 may sequire, giving, hawever, the city & guarantes
that the read will be bullt. The peaple o e clty of New
York particularly above Flltrninth-st.. are se much dis.
beartened as to the possIbility of getting rapld transit and
they are so anxious to have some fmprovemsent In tholr ser
wice that they scom to Ve willing to allow the elevated roads

%0 be bullt up the Boulevard, the West Lnd-
sve., and Riverside Drive, or anywhere. It s

evident to any oue who tilnks
sbout the matter |, that  even it any more

clevated rallways wers bullt In the city of New.Vork, It
would merely result fn Riving the people mors seats; it
would pot result in giving them quicker ecrvice. Thia
il will permit s third tiack on strects where rallroads
paw are. It will permit the elevated ronds to be extended
from thelr present tormini to the northern Umits of the
oity. 1t will permit gpurs W be bulit to tho farrles, but
 will pot permit u rallway on the Boulevard, a rallway
oo Beventh-ave., or & rallread on any of our streats thut
are not now marred by them.

1f we do pot get rapld transit now threngh some wiuech
Bill s this, & will be put off for a long term of yeats,
This blll permite the Commission to adopt the plans of the
Commission of 1801. This will save from three to six
months in time, and under this bill mctual rapid transic
would not bo much further awey.
