- The ex-Queen then referred 10 her reernt attempt
to promulgate & new constitution, nnd reviews several
fucts which she asserts led her to take this step.
Among other things she says:

Shortly after my sceesslon I made a tour of the islands.
Nothing could be more affecting than the loyalty of my
poople. But from cvery side petitions came pouring in,
imploring me to give a new constitution. They ton-
tained thousands of slgnatures, the names of those from
all classes who felt that oy the existing counstitution the
natives were deprived of thelr just and inalienable rights.
1 would notl deprive one white man of enc Jegitimate right;
Lut undep this constitution any oewly arrived white man
without interest or lutention of residence Is placed as &
vole® over the heads of thousands of my subjects, to whom
God Ligs given these these {slanda.  Is It not an illust:atlen
of the old story taught me by misslonaries, of two men,
the one rich and the other poor?! The rich mag had
nany flocks and herds, but the poor man hed nothlog
but one lttle ewo lamb which he bad bought apd nour-
tahed ; bus the rich man took the poor man’s lamb. May
1 not add, “‘and he shall restore the lamb fourfold be-
causc he had no Yity.*

Lilluokalan! next refgrs to United States Minister
blevens as follows:

The pitlon taken by the prestnt American Minister
bas been constantly unfriendly and quarrclsome. The
sddress he dellvered to me on my accession would Iead
wo o0 suppose that he considered an American protectorate
established at that day. 1f was & lecture, and not an €x-
P fon of Ll i t I did think it & most
inconsldernte specch.  Not one of the other representatives
chose my coronstion day us an oceaslon for threats and

tles. Agadn, in October Jast, Mr. Stevens sought
audlence of me. 1t is the usunl etiguette on such an oc.
castn to foform the Minister of Forelgn Afuirs of the
object of the sudience, so the sovercign may not be taken
by surprise at the pr don of some unexpected matter.
The Amerlcan Miulster deemed It inconsistent with his
iden of courtesy o give any Intimation of the cause of his
visit. 1 peceived him, notwithstanding.
o sooner had I bowed to him than he gave signs of
laboring under strong excltement. He read a paregraph
from *The Dally Bulletin,” a Monelulu evenlng paper,
which he sald was an infraction of his rights as the
sccredited represcutative of & forelgn Power. Trembiing
with emotion, he read a sectlon from the insernational cede,
or wome sucl book, which he bad brought with him. At
the lusion of his ks 1 (nformed him that 1
shoyld leave the magter In the hands of my Ministers, who
woull give it their immediate and earnest abtontion. 1
thereupan  withdrew. The American Minister declared
that he wiuld hold the Hawailan Government responaible
for the article ecmpisined of. *“The Dulletin” was not
directly or indirectly controlled by the Government, ad my
Minist ined this positlon of the case fo the
American Minister, who declined to be pacified or even
to believe their o of irresponsibility. He was
evidently bent on plcking a quarrel. His manifest atm
was G0 embarrass me. His reluctance o accept the
sincere explanation was in distinet contrust  with the
conduct of my people in immediately withdrawing from
tha indignant position they had taken concerning Mr.
Buevens.

At the time certaln men were being prosecuted for
rebellion and treason, Mr. Stevens delivered his Decoration
Day speech. He ridienled the political trials; he drew
comparisons most unfavorable to Hdwall; he sneered st
royulty, speaking of monarch-cursed eountries; and the
question serlously prosented ltselt to the minds of many
peoplo it this speech did not constitute a glaring in-
fraction of the duties wnd courtesy pertalning Lo the
reprenentative of o forvign Power,

/- Beturning to the subject of the Constitution, the
eX-Queen says:

At length the fanltiness of the Constitution reached its
culminating point when the Supreme Court decided that
any amendiment to the toxt might be made without my ape
proval or signature. ‘What, then, was to prevent any
revol v mmend from beroming a lawl The
soverelgn could be amended out of ol rizht and prorogarive.
1 appeal o any fair-minded person: was it not time for
& new Constitution, If Hawall was to retain its chosen
form of governmeat! 1 did nothing hurelicdly.,  Por
thirty diys the propesed Constitution was belng revissd and
reformed by wy legal friends, 1 Implored them to make
B as perfect as possible. I solemaly warned them thae I
desired not to cause the slightest loss of prerogative to
suy eclass of my people, whether white or nutives. I
desired them to perfect and supplemont the existing Con.
stituflon on those polnts in which the Chief Justice him-
sell scknowlodged 1t to be deplorably deficient.  In a
private room with my Cabinet 1 submitted the terms of
the maw Constisution for thefr approval.  They declined

o Indorse the imatruwmnent, and no attenpt at promulgation
4 was made.

11 1 had Ignorsd my Minisers—{f 1 hyd glven forth the
new Constitution—~1 might with renson have been accused
of breaking my oath and of attempting revelutionury aets,
1 did nothing of the kind. 1 yielded to my Ministers, and
yob 1 wos wroug. Mere, then, was the situation: the
body of my people were clamoring for the rivised Cone
etitution ; the American residents dotermined to oppos: sny
change except such as I could not control.
