suel extortion,

A GALLANT AMDBASSADOR,

HEARR VON RBRANDT GIVES UP HIS POST TO
LEAD MISS HEARD TO THE ALTAR.

The refusal of the Emperor of Germany to permit
Herr von Brandt, the Amlassador of the Empire In
China, 1o marry Miss  leard, the doughitop  of
Aungustine Heard, of Myssachusetts, the Amerlean
Minlster Reddent and ConsulGeneral ot seoul, o,
has had no deterring influence npon the determination
of that distingulahed  diplomati=t 1o Jend hls brlide
fome,  German ofticinl papers announce that Herr
von  Brandt—naturally—preferred the bonor of wed
ding the pretty duughter of the Republie to ripe
resenting longer His Majesty at the eapltal of the
Flowery Kingdom.  When the declslon of the Emiperor
arrived at Pekin s Excellency promptly forwanied
fifs restznation to Ll ehlel, to take eilect on April 1.
His suceessor, In the person of Baron von Schenck,
at present German Misl<ter to Persti, and formerly
tue representative of s eountry In Chill, Las already
been appolnted,  After lis ‘martlige the Amibassador
Intends to return with his wife to Europe and  uiss
thie rest of hls days on Lls estites I Germany,

Herr von Hrandt s, so far as s known, the first
Gorman 1o surrender an Ambas post 1 Hink
his fortunes with those of an Ameclean woman. s

T0 COQK POTATOES.

HOW T0 TREAT THEM IN SPRING.

At 1hls season of the year, when potatoes have
Lecome somewhat rank and old, It Is always best to
sonk them for alout three or foue hours In cold water
tefore peeling them. After tuls scrub them thor-
oughiy with n brush kept for thls purpose, throw them
into elenr, cold water, and peel off a pleee of gkin
abont threequarters of an incl wide wntlrely around
the potato. Do not peel them eptlrely, but élz out
any deep eyes.  Put them 1o a saucepnn in cold water
—never §n Lalllng water at thls senson of the yrar—
and bring them slowly to the taling polnt.  Cook
them from 95 to 40 minutes after they bave begun
tw boll.  Then draln them.

After they are thoronshly dralned from all water,
shake them briskly In a current of cold alr.  Thls
process asslsts to make them mealy.  Cover them at
onee with s conrse kitchen towel, not putting on the
cover of the sancepan, snd place for five or slx
minates gt the back of the range. Then peel them
and serve them ot ones,  Cold potatoes which have
been bolled In this way may be served again inoa
number of detighiiul ways wileh bave not palled upon

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T4KE CARE OF THE OFEN.

IT MUST BDE KEPT CLEAN.

The eondition of the avernge stove oven In which
fond and pestry are baked s not such ss to Inspire
admiration, In fact, a perfunictory sort of sweeplog
i about all the cleaning our stove ovens ever recelve.
In o great many cages remuants of dishes whilch bave
poiled over pewmain for months cliarred on the oven
bottom.

Now all thiz negligenes in the care of the oven
undoubtedly aflects the food cooked 1o It,  In some
parts of Enzlind whers brielk ovens are used the walls
of them are whitewusshed, This purifies them, as
comman whitewash, 1t 15 well known, 1s an excellend
Wsinfoctant,  Of coupse, It would not be possible to
treat un ordinary dron stove oven In this way, as
Pl Hme wonld corrode the oven. In some parts of
Europe, the ovens are (il and these may be easlly
wished  clean.  There Is no  possdble objection to
wishing out the oven of an iron range. If this Is
done ststematicnlly at least once a week from the
veginning, the oven will never get in the black sooty
condition in which it s 2o frequently found.

When auvthing botls over In the oven, it should be
allowed to burn to a char, 45t then may be egslly
serap d off and beushed ont. After this the gven should
e thoroughly amed, ' Is a grent mistake to bake a
Aellente dedsirt or ealie or ple in the same oven with o
w dishi of weat which bas been Auvored with omlons
op stropg splos. The faver of the meat will In.
vapably wifect tlie more delicate dishes.  The shallow
eloset under the baking oven, commonly ealled the
tenting  clost, whers dishes may  be  temporarily
kipt warm after ther are coolkied, should be kept as
cleun as the stove oven. 10 Is eertalnly a very dis-
nereeable and o Lard job to clean & stove whirh has
been neglected, bt 10 s a0 smadl matter (o keep a
stave elean, I you begin at the beginning and never
allow It to become Clogged with soot and dust and
the debri< of fodd,  The Hues of every oven should
Le cleaned out once a3 month,

SPRING FASHIONS.

NOTES ON NEW MATERIALS.

In Parls changeable woollens are in special faveR,
These are trl d with chnngeable saun in barmonis-
ing effect, or with bands of black satin in direct col-
trast with milllner's folds, and rufies, headed by
bandy of satin. ‘Tle characterisiic of all trimming of
tLe segson Is o separute It Into spaces, and thus ex-
tend the effect of the trimming from the edge of the
sldrt to witbln & quarter of a ynrd of the belt. Black
astln s In speclal demdnd for trimming biack wool
dresses, and st least one serviceable dress of this kind
will be found in almost every woman's wardrobe,
Dlack satin ribbon as well as folds of black satip I8
used to tim the new skirts, Some of these are
trimmed with graduated folds, ranging in width from
three to four Inches up to & narrow, balf-inch wideh,
and separated with wide spaces, 50 that geven or elght
rots extend from the edge of the skirt to within nine
_nches of the belt. Stiil other street dresses are trimmed
with clusters of folds In several groups Sepa-
rated by wide spaces. The group on the bottom of
the dress contalns seven folds, each about two inches
wide; the next group, just below the knee, has Ave
folds of a lttle narrower width; and the group be-
tween the walst and the knee has bat three folds, not
over an jmch wide, Some of the new skirts are
trimmed with ruffies, graduated in width from five
{nehes to an inch and a hall, and separated by spaces
egial to thele widtl, These extend from the bottom
of the skirt to o short distance below the waldt, The
satin 15 hemmed on the outside with the old-fashioned
rolled hems and the rufffes are blas to give them the
proper flare, and are applled to the skirt without &
heading. Somwe of the new rufiies are made double
In the way they were about & score of years ago, and
they ure then applied to the skirt by bands of satin,
or o group of three milliner's folds about an loch
wide, sepurated by spaces,

some of the pretty changeable bopeackiggs have
been made np with o single ruMe of wool nbout five
Inchies wide, lengthened at the top and bottom by &
strip of dark satin In harmony with sie wool, This
satin 18 hemmed on the outside with the old-fashioned
rolled hem, and Is shirred on to the dress In a narrow
puff. Thus the satin appears at the top in the ruffied
Iiending and tiny puff, und 40 the bottom In the effect
of u band. The dark satin Is again Introduced In the
Jlower part of the sleeves and In the full front of the
dress,

The new bodlees are ususlly round at the walst,
though sometimes they are slightly polnted at the back
and front. They are finlshed with o belt of varrow

folds apd high, il sleeves of various kinds. A great

ny of the new ees will be made with jacket
wfecls U5 spring, as they Lave been during the win-
ter.  Full fronta of crape are agnln us~d on sllk
dresses, but wool dresses have a front of some of the
varlous French novelty goods, wherein o black or dark
pile of sllk partlully covers a gay ground, which ls
also helghtensd by tinsel, There are also many other
novelty goods in fancy sl wenves which will I:ﬂ
for trimming the hop-sackings, melange twills,

wool poplins, which ure {mported for umn'; wear,
Some of the new bodices are hed with collars,
whish eover the shoulder-seams and give the w
eflect o the shoulders mow est 4 oh\g:l.

collars moy Le moade of & wide sash-ribl of
shirred Into shape at the neck and finlshed by
standing ruffles of narrow satin ribbon around the col-
lar, or they may be made of satin “ by the plece,” °

The new cloths for spring and summer suitings,
which were described In The Tribune when they were
first imported, are now shown In abundance on
retall counters. The Ught, looscly woven
which are known by the general nama of hop-sack-
Ings, are especially sought for serviceable street gowns
for early spring and for travelllng gowns later In the
segson. These will be made up in simple tallor style
but with trimmings of satln or of satin ribbons. The
plaln hopsacking ranges in price from $1 up to 92,
and Is generally found In two-toned eflects. Thus the
rop of the goods will be a violet-tinted gray, and the
woof a dull pink: or the mixture will be a gray-blue
and dull yellow ; or mauve and dull green will be com-
bined In the same way. An advantage which these
goods passess I8 that they are somewhat wiry and do
not ereaso easily. A varlatlon of the plain hop-sacke
Ing 1 the basket-cloth, & two-toned woollen woven in
rough busket weave, The basket goods range from
&1 30 to #2 a yard. The new Scotch cheviots of the
senson are woven In herring-bone  style, In mixed
effects in a varlety of light colors, which are mixed to
form a harmonlous whole, and are heavily Gecked by
ralsed threads of knotted wool, These cheviots are no
longer made up In the severs style of the Fnglish
tallor, but are often trimmed with Deavy ecru laces
and usually with velvet, They range In price from

2 25 to #2 50 a yord, There are also flne Scotch
ehesks in blue, Lrown and white, to which are given
the fam!lar herring-bone effeet by a disgonal weave,
They are also found In varlous other mixtures of color
ke vielot, fawn and green, and pile gy, rose and
yellow, There are also fine French cheviots, which
are found at from 75 cents to #1 50 a vard in simple
melanges, and In melanges striped nnd seeied with
color. These govtds muke excoellent dresses  fop
simpls morning wear. 4

The wool poplins, which are imported with gnloon
selvages In color, are recommended os durable and
Landsome goods which will require very little trim-
ming, exeept the selvage, This selvage 1s woven In
a varlety of colored stripes,  Thus a bliue-gray poplin
1s Mnished with halt-inel selvage of darker gray,
steiped with lines of pale mauve and pale yellow,
varlous other combdnations of color are shown In these
goods.  Perslan effects are found In a varlety of
reinkled eloths, tigured in a mediey of eashmere colors,
with dotted palm leaves and other orlental designs.
Thers are also protty canvas wools In tan and othee
light colors, which are figured with & waving silk
stripe, which I8 ralsed upon the ground Hie the figures
of the ceepon wools of lust season,  These stripes are
in dull, delleate shades of color, like mauve, pale tur-
quulse or fnded green, A quoint materinl which will
make up into pleturesque 1830 gowns with trimmings
of tinck lace shows a gronndwork like a black lace
grenadine over pale rose or some othee delicate color,
with plaln fgures In the color of the ground.

The new wool bareges repeat a fabrle which has not
been famillar In our markets since the departure of
tbe hoop. These goods are figured with silk In bay-
ardere effect, lluminated velvet stripes crosing the
wool, and mottled lines in a melange of color striping
it. These goods are #3 a vard, and may be made up
into the qualnt, full styles of 1830 with a trimming
of plain or changealle watin In harmonizing tones.
There are many stk and wool goods with ralsed phe,
throtigh which the under surfuce of the gnods is shown
in a contrasting color.  Tlus an “eminence® purple
barege I8 fignred In a mossy effect with black sitk and
shot with pale blue, emplre green, or some other culop
