A FREE-TRADE MISREPRESENTATION,
HOW THE BILL TO PUT TIN ON THFE FREE LIST
FAILED BY DEMOCRATIC NPGLECT.

Washington, March 14— =ines it became kpown that
the Lill to retaln tin on the free Hst failed (o become
A Law m the recent sescion of Congress, “Several free
{mtle newspapers have <harply eritielsed Republican
Senatore and attempted 1o hold them responsible for
the failure. Like a good many other performances
of Free Traders, this one s destiinte of truth and fair-
ness,  The facts are Theso:

The LIl was Introduced Into the llonss of Repri-
sentatives and referred o the Committes on Wave
and Means, February 16, fifteen davs before the ex-
piratlon of the LI Congress: it wns not reported
by that Committee to the House untll Febraary 27,
only four dags Lefore the end of the Congress; It
wus passed by the lHouse late on the afternoon of
the following day under snsp-nsion of the ruales,
without explanution or debate; It was recelved by
the Sepate Maldh 1, only two days before Congress
expired, and was referred to the Finanea Committee ]
it was reported back to the Sennte on March 3, two
days afterward, with an amendment by Senator Me-
Pherson, & Democratle member of the Findnee Come
mitiee, who ot the same time gave notice that he
wonld ask the Sepate to conslder iU In the course of
the day; senator MePherson neglectel 1o ask the
Senate to consider the bLIML and it falled 0 becosne
a law,

It wlll be observed that the bill was not Introduced
into the Honse of Representatives and referred o o
committee until the last sesslon of the LI Congress
was seventy-four days old, or until within tifteen days
of the explration of that Congress; that ike bill was
beld eleven days by the Ways and Means Commlitee,
although that committee wus not pressed by other
business; that the bill dld not rench the Sennte until
within seventy-two honrs of the final adjournment,
that It wus reported back to the Seunte within forty-
elght bours, und only twenty-four hours of the l':'l-
piration of Congress, by a Demoeratic Senator, who
gave potlee that be would demand conslilerstion, but
who fulled to do so. It will be noted that the 10
was under Democratle auspiees and control from the
time It made s appearance 1o the Honse sntll o Dem-
ocrulle Senator allowed It to die of neglect,

In Justlee to Senator MePlersou, howeyver, 1t should
b suld that, owing to the lateness of the hour aud the

EXAMINATION DPATES CANCELLED.

THE CIVIL BERVICE COMMISSION CRIPPLED BY
LACE OF FUNDS.

Washington, Muarch 14.—The Civll Service Commis
slon toeduy took the necessary sctlon to cancel all
examinations schediled to be leld between March
o1, 1803, aud June S0, 1803, dn the States of Mis-
sourl, Hlnols, Oblo, Imdlana, New-York, Wieonsin,
lowa, Nebraska, New-Jersey, Connecticat, Delawure,
Idabo and Wyoming; also the examinations scheduled
for Pittsburg, Garden Clty, Kan.; Grand Junetioo,
Lul, aud salt Lake Chty, 1tahb,

In  explagation  of thls  acton  Commissioner
Roosavelt to-day sald that the caucellatlons of these
dates wus made necessary Ly the fallure of Con
gress at Its last sesslon appropriate  suficient
mones to pay the travelllng expenses of the ex-
aniners. When the schedules wers prepared the
Commission Lad barely enough funds available to
do the work, subsequently, by order of the Preal
dent, wl free dellvery pustoflices were Included within
the classitied serviee, This adaltional work made
and when o

necessary & considerable expenditnre,

deficlency becnme apparent the Commission asked
Culigress for #1,000 to cover the time untll next
veur's appropriatdon  became  avallable, explaluing

that the work of the Commision could not be eoie
tinued  without 1t Tue deticlency  appropriation
was not made, bowever, and the Commilssion pow
finds liself unable 1o Lold the examinations already
provided for, and with no alternative bLut to cancel
