the spirit of the Divine.

FARNHAM POST'S RESOLUTIONS AGAIN,

THEY ARE SEVERELY CRITICISED BY BOME
VETERANS=VARIOUS TOPICS.

FEDERATION AND KNIGHTS AT ODDS. |

THE CLOTHING CUTTERS' TROUBLE GROWS OUE

OF A CONFLICT BETWEEN THEM, ¥
Complications long feared by the American Federss
tion of Labor promise to make an interesting struge
e of the lochout of 700 Federntlom cutiers
declnred on Snturday by members of the New-York
Clothing Manufacturers' Association. Ever since the
great elothing workers' strike in Rochester there has
oxisted between the Knights of Labor and Feders~
tion garment workers a cordial dislike, If not an actual,
bitter hatred. During the Rochester strike Federss
tion men took the places of the Knights, Now %
i3 feared Ly the Federatlon cutters in this clty thad
the Knights of Labor will have revenge by taking
the places of the men who were locked out Batur-
day. In fact, Walter Jt. Westbhrook, Master Workman
of the Knights of Labor local assembly of clothiog
cutters, and several other prominent Knights ef
Lubor, have annonneed thelr Intention of Allng the
places of the Federation cutters with Knights. The
position taken by Westbrook and the other officlals
who favor this course has been severely criticlsed
by many Krlghts, who say that this action would
Le highly dishonorable, :

Knights of Labor eclothing cutters, having become
displensed by the action of Mr, Westbrook, joined the
Federntlon on saturday, To-day scores of cutters
will, 1t 1s suld, desert the Knights and joln the Federns
ton.
