THE RECENT ELECTIONS.

There is little enconragement for the Demo-
| eratie party in the elections which have recent-
| Iy been held. “The trimph at Chicago was not
strictly a partisan suceess, though the Mayor-
cleet, Carter Harrison, so vepresents it for ob-
vions reasons. It was, in fact, a vietory of the
gamblers and the snloons, and of those husiness
men, including real estate owners and specn-
lators, who caleulated that more money eould
be made during the Exposition by baving the
city run “wide open’ than if the laws were
faithfully enforced. Such a suceess can neither
| strengthen nor reflect credit upon the party
which thereby permanently alicnates a great
body of law-abiding citizens in Ilinois and
other Western States, hecause it invites the
lawhreaking element to illustiate hefore all the
world its notions of eity government,

The sweeping Republican victovies in city
and town elections in Kansas, the stinging re-
buke administered to the Populist Governor by
defeat in his own city, and the defeat of the
Populists, Demoerats and Fusionists in many
tewns which they had carvied at previous elec-
tions by large majorities, speak the verdict of
soher and law-respecting citizens regarding the
shameless usuipation attempted in that State
last winter.

penaltics,  The point made against it may Ly
very simply stated, It is whether the employes
of a railroad corporation under @ secret orgin-
ization—which is, of eourse, irresponsible, and
cannot b compelled by ordinaiy process of law
to disclose its machinery and  working—can
force the corporation 1o viclate law in the
transaction of {ts husiness.  In testing this
question it takes hold, of conrse, of the funda
mental one whether or not the law itsell is
constitutional.  That heing granted, it is then
simply o gquestion ol evading the requiremenis
of a statnte : that is, whether a seeret organiza-
