Clinrles I Aldplch, solichtoy-tGegiernd, appeasred oy
bebalt of the United States, and argued dn faver of
the constitutlonality of the Geury Law, These cases,
he contended, could not e distingulshed from the
Chinese Exclusion (130 Unlted Swtes 5=1) In
which the court had decided piost of the points at
issue. The Gieary Act bad not for s purpose the
deportation of Chinese laborers, as counsel for the
petitioners erroneonsly  gasumed, but 1o provide a
gystem of identification and reglstratlon for such u-
were here,  This s a lawful purposs, whether applisd
to cltizens or allens—In fact, the right of the Guvern
wieut o require an estifieation and reglsteation of
its citizena, of thelr possessionis and resouries, and
the location of all these, has never been serlously
disputeg.

The means by which the Mentifiention Is uttained,
the SollcHtor-General contended, wre also lawiul, and
the act I8 reasonalle nnd Bumane in 15 provistons,
Tha refusal of the Clinese to pbeerve the requiremsnts
of the law was under the adviee of cortuln eminent
legal gentlemen, fn whose opinion the law Is wneon
siltutional ; “an opinion,” Le continued, “ which, us
1 shall seek to show, Is equivalent to a denlal of the
soverclgnty of the Unlted States in the exerclse of tie
enumeratel piwers of the Consitot on, of toe anthorty
of the provivus declslons of thls cowrt, and of wells
settled prineiples of the law ol natlons.  Under sucl
clrenmstanees 10§15 sabmitted that the sickly sentd
mentulity which Is calealated to adorn orutions of a
certain class, addressed 10 otber andienevs than thils
court, s wholly out of place,  We have hore the wil
ful violativn of our law, upon the advice of counsel,
by & large class of peaple owlug alleglance to u forelgn
soverelgn, by a people pot sulted to our fnstitutions,
remainlng a separate and distinet eace, bicapalede of

those already herc, In order that frauds upon tue law
by the tncoming of others of thelr cliss may be pre
vented, and the publle wellure therely subscrved. To
such a people, su described both by the leurned “mem-
bers of this court and by the Congress of the United
Slates, this law = to be applivd.”
