London, May 20 =Mr. Gludstone is now in a
position to  mensive, il he will, rather moro
aeeurately than he hus yet done, the strength of
the furges arrayed agninst him and his  policy,
The Home ltule hill has been a fortnight in Com-
mittee, and two clinses out of furty have been
passed by a use of the closure  which nobody
defends, exsept from a party point of view; the
othier by & concession on a  vital point, which
Mr. Gladstone had distinetly refused to make
the week before. By these two forms of tactics—
one, & violation of the unwritten law of the Honse
of Commons: the other, n surrender—he Lns cor-
pied throngh Committee twenty Hnes out of four
hundred, exclusive of the schediules,  Mis refloe-
tions on that fortnight’s work are not, perhips,
of an exhilarating kind.

It hsis to be abserved, further, that such prog-
pess a8 has beenn mode hins been doe Trgely to a
vonspiraey  of the Gladstoninns,
and especially smong the Insh,  They have, in- |
deed, spoken on side issies, and on personal mat-
ters, snd still more often have they spoken while
their opponents were  speaking. Iuterriuptions
have been systematic and systematically offensive,
Diut silence was kept at first on the most serious
and weighty  issues,

Last week suw Mp, Gludstone at his worst,
when he would neither explain, nor allow any
colleagna or ally te cxplain, what was really
meant hy lmperial supremuey, or in what sense
or to what degree or in what circumstances the
supremacy of the Imperial Parlinment over the
Legislature at Dublin was to be operative and
efficient. The foundations of the Empure and
the principles which are inwoven with the un-
written Constitution of the Empirs were, id Mr.
(iladstone had his way, to be unsettled. The
limits of the autlerity of both Crown and Par-
lismant were to be undefined.

It was Ovious that the Unienists wounld not
leave the matter there, The ceuntry, though it
moves slowly, began to move. The shiftiness of
Mr. Gladstone's poliey was too open not to roise
alarm. Gladstonian members hegan to hear {rom
their  constituents, whoe wanted 1o krow
whetlier, after all, Home Rule really meant sep-
aration, and whether the Purliament at Dubiin
was to ba for all, or for muny, practical purposes,
of co-ordinate and eo-oqual jurisdiction with the
Parliament at Westminster.

The Unionists, whose conduet of this con
has not always been either consistont or shrewd,
raised the question again this week. They Knew
there was anxiety if not dissension among the
' Gladstonians. They knew the country was stir-
- ying.  They porceived that it was possibie to
; compel the Ministry sooner or later to say yes

or no to the auestion ut issue, Sir Henry Jamoes
moved an smendment to clause wecond, declar-
ing that the snpreme power and authority of the
Parliament of the United Kincdom should remain
unaflected and undiminished over all persons,
matters, and things, within the Queen’s Domiu-
fons. Now those sre enacting waords, with a
force and significance and authority very differ-
ent from the nebulous declaration of the pre-
pmble, which was almost Ly pothietical in foros,
gnd certainly perfidions in intention.
Mr. Gladstone admitted the  force of Sir
Henry's arguments, as well he might. The -
Attorney-General handled the guestion as jurist
snd a constitutional lawyer, The Prime Minis-
ter's own opinions and sympathies were probably
with his former colleagne and present opponent.
ft is never to be forgotten that there is a hroal
basis of real conservatism to Mr Gladstons's
mind. He was aware, too, of the pgitation smeng
his own followers, and among i supporters out-
sirle the House. Moved by these two impulses,
Le offered to introduce a elause, the framing of
which was to rest with himself, after clause
thirty-two. He hoped thus to guiet the just ap-
preliensions of the English and to persuade the
Irish that Imperial supremacy might still be the |
wague. unreal, inoperative sham they mean it to
bhe. They were startled.  Some of hix own col
Yengnues were stariled—the same men who Tl
declared in effect, though not in words, that su-
premacy at Westminster could only be toleruble
at Dublin on condition that it wis never, or sel-
dom. enforeed.

0:20 she rose and bezan to prepare for the offi-
cial eall upon the President and Mrs, Cleveland,
until which time she was not oflicially known to
Lo in the eity,  The arrangements made last night
by Seeretary Gresham fised the hour for this call
at 11 o'vlock, and five minutes hefore that time
two handsome carringes drove up to the Sumnper
Annex of the Arlington, The publie, knowing
that this visit wus to be mude, had gathered
aronmnd the building in goodly numbers, bt a
squamd of police kept them from encroaching too
near to the front of the eatrancs.

As soon as the carrinzes started toward the
White House the crowd broke and ran through
the park in thar direction 1o witness the arrival
of the distinguished party. A running crowd of
welldlressed wornen and small bhoys heralded the
gppronch of the Infanta smd her party to the
White House.  As her varringe stopped under the
Vrowd, high portico the three score or more of peo-
ple guthersd there pressed closor together to cateh
w sizht of the Infanta, Commander Davis alighted
first, fullowed by the Spanish Minister and Prince
The Prines assisted the Princess to
alight, wad at the sugeestion of Commander Davis,
in answer to an inquiry from the Infanta, offered
his armt to ler and escorted ler throngh the main
doerway into the corridor of the private part of
the mansion. The Duke of Tamwmes, the Mar-
chivness Areo Hermoso and the private secretary
to the Iofants followed,

The seene in the Blie Room, where all offivial
receptions are held, was made more effective by
the seft half light which pervaded the apart-
went, und the genewal effect was assisted hy the
apprarunee of the long, warm-carpeted ecorridor,
at the end of which the open doors of the con-
servatory showid a vista of bright-colored roses
and soft green plants. The corridor and the Blue
Room had been decorsted tastefully, though not
lavishly. Along the walle of the corridor there
were tall growing pulms and taller  oleanders;
with rose bushes and other flowering plants ine
terspersed hetween them. The doeors of variegated
colored gluss separuting the corridor from the
public lobby allowed the entrance of a light as
~oft und beautiful as that of a cathedral. In the
Lilte Koom the toral decorations were of the same
churacter as those in the corridor, and the tall
mirrors formed un effective backgreund for the
plants banked on the mantel. The centre divan
was erowned by several pots of blooming rhodes
dendrons, snowballs, geraniums and other brile
liant-hued flowers.

In the Bine Reom the President and Mrs,
Clevelund  stood ready  to receive their royal
visitors. Senor Muruagua, the Spenish Mnister,
presented the Intants and Prioee Antonio, whila
Commander Davis, the Duke of Tainames, the
Mareliloness of Arco IHermoso und Don Pedro
Jover witkdrew to the adjoining Red Room. The
crovtings between those in the Bluse Room were
plessant and hud hadly a tinge of formality abous
them,  They were over in & minute or two, and
then the others were s lmmoned and presented n
tura by Senor Murwiga.  Mrs. Cleveland and the
Infants chatted briskly 1 English during part of
the brief visit, while at times the conversution
wae geperal, At 11:15 the Infanta bade adiew
to the President and Mrs. Clevelind, followed by
the others.  As she walked across the lobby @
womunt in the crowd waved her handkerchiel and
culled out in Spapish, * Greeting to the Infants of
Spuin.”  The Intanta looked pleased, sud the
other members of the purty swiled,

A murmur of adwirativn went up from the
erowd ut the brillianey of the uniform worn by

A slight pause occurred on the portico, and
then there was a general uncovering of heads a8
the Infanta entered her curriage and was drivem
buck to the Arlington. On reaching the hotel the
party prepared for luncheon, which was served
promptly at noon.
