from their phenom: nal spred and ther remark
able coal endurance; and even in the highest
class of paval architecture, the bhattleship, the
superioaity of  American  inventive skill and
practical judzment has been disclosed.  While
every arm of the service has been developel,
very little, if any, of the work has heen ex-
perimental like the many miccalenlated failures
which have causeil official disappointment and
publie eriticism in Englamd,

This conspicuons suceess has bhoen achioved
mainly through adherenes to the time honored
poliey of encouraging Ameican designers aml
developing home industries.  There are two or
three ships in the new Navy which arve built
from  English plans purchased Ly the first
Cleveland Administration; but with these ex-
ceptims the flect is designed by Amerviean ex-
pert talent, and every type of vessel hears
charactoristic marks of originality. I'en years
ago theie was no plant in the country for mak-
ing ship armor and medern guns of the highest
power, and the shipyards and navy yurds alike
were unprepared  to undertake work of the
highest class.  Now everything is changed,
All the complex naval industeies have been
introdue=d. A great shipyard like that of the
Cramps ean bunild in the course of three years
a pair of battleslips of the highest type. The
Nation not only has a modern fleet, of which
it has no canse to be ashamed, but 1t has also
facilitios Tor rapidly increasing its naval re-
soumres i an emergency. 1t is immeasimhbly
more scewre against the danger of foreign war
than it was a decade ago.
