When the change comes, no
one can determine until after some experience
how far it will affect production in particular
branches, but there is reason to helieve that the
wage-earners T the iron and coal regions will
have to chovse between no wages at all or
lower wages in almost every branch beeanse
of the great number of hands who are lik:ly
to be left unemploy d.

These conditions seem to justify exceedingly
conservative and moderate action by the work-
ers' associations in their own interests. The
mora they demand under such circnmstances
the greater loss they are likely to bring upon
themselves through inability of many works
1 continug opmations.

THE LEGISLATURE AND THE TAXATION
LAWK,

It is rather difficult to determine which
chapter of the record made by the last Legis-
lature of this State was the worst, The
record, as a whole, was flagrantly disgraceful,
attesting  that the Demcertic majority was
lamentably  defivient  in  character, hrains
and industey,  If the farmers of New-York
were asked to pass upon this question of com-
parative worthlessness, they would probably
say that the Legislature of 18938 achieved its
greatest and most inexcusable failure in its
treatment of the subject of taxation reform.

Govarnor Flower's annual message of lnst
January contained this paragraph :

The subject of texutlon 1s lkely to occupy con-
siderable attention of the Legislature during the com-
Ing sesslon, and ne subject le worthder of vour vro-
found and disinterested  consdderntion,  The Legls.
Inture at its Inst sesslon appolnted a jolnt commitiee
of Senate and Assembly o Investigate present methods
of taxatlen and 1o suggest needed  reforms, and
alen, by another provision, sathorlzed the Goverpor
1o designate two persons to examine the tnx laws of
other States and to report proposed legislation re-
Iating to the assessment and eollectlon of taxe<, The
effurts of these two pgencles should necomplish some
practical  good,

Now, it will be séden from this that the Legis-
lature of 1803, in case it really desired to do
something substantial for tax reform—and had
the requisite ability—was furnished with ample
knowledge upon which to proceed. It had the
henefit of the lnbors of the joint Taxation Com-
mittee of 1892 ; it had the benelit of the labors
of the Taxation Commission of 1892 it had
the benetit of a recommendation of the Con-
troller contained in his annual report; it also
had the benefit of the labors of its own com-
mittees on taxation. But what did it do?
What use did the Democratic Legislature make
of its great, its unusual opportunities? The
farmers and all the rest of the people in the
State who are clamoring for taxation refurm
can answer these questions, Thay are aware

that not one of the taxation reform measures
which were introduced during the Jast session
became a law. Not ope' The Tax Commis-
sion of 1892, which cost the State #7,000,
submitted a measure, but it was hardly con-
sidered at all in either house. The Tax Com-
mittes, which eost the State 812,000, stthmitted
cix tax bills, but they were all allowed to die
in the committee to which they were referred,
