M. Milleveye and his eolleagues, who had an
jnterview vestenduy with M, Dupuy, the Prime
Minister, and M. Develle, Minister of Forelzn
Affatrs, in  conncetion  with  the * Cocarde’s”
charges, say that the Ministers refnsed to take
offolal cognizance of the documents, and declined
to tuke ahargs of them.

Dr. Chareot and Dr. Bronardel, the eminent
French physiciniis who were sent to Bonrnemonth,
England, to ascortain the exuct eondition of Cor-
pellus Herz, whose extradition the French Gov-

ernment requested of Great Britain becanse of his
plleged connection with the Panama Canal scandal,
have made u report which agrees with the state-
ments of the Fuzlish physician to the elfect that
the econdition of M. Herz is such that his extra-

dition is an impossibility.  They report that he is
tinable to move, and that he conld not be curried
with safety out of his room.

When the Chamber of Députies met to-day M. |

Dupuy. the Prime Minister, in response to a gues-
tion put to Lim by AL Millevoye, announced that
the vondition of M. Ilerz was sueh that it was
fmpossible to seeure lis extradition,

AL, Millevoye thersupon guave notice that he
would interpellate the Government on the subjeet
and he asked soveral questions concerning the ex-
tradition of M. Herz and the documents alleged
to have been stolen from a safe at the British
Embussy.

In regard to the Herz matter M. Dupuy an-
swored that England had done evervthing possi-
ble for her to do to grant the extrudition as re-
quested by Frapee.
