THE LARGEST REAL ESTATE CONCERN IN THE
WEST, WITH BRANCHES IN MANY CITLIES,
MAKES AN ASTIGNMENT-THE PRESL
DENT'S STATEMENT,

Derwer, Col., July 10.—=The Chamberlin Investment
Company, the lurgest real estate concern in the West,
closed its doors thls morting. The labliitles, dircet
and contingent, ure 82,302,118 and asscts 3,000,000,
The fallure was brought about by an attichment
sworn out by D. H. Furgeson, president of the Denver
Baviogs Bark, for 83,000, on which he Leld secnriti=s
greatly in excess of the amount. The action of the
bank Is not regirded favornbly by the people of
Denver, for It Is Imown that had it not been for the
universal bard times the compary would have becn
oble to pull through.  The sheilff served (he papers
and took poesession lost evenlng.

The vice-president of the company is in London,
where three-quarters of the labilitles will fall. It
also bas offices In New-Yark. Fort Worth and Sa%
Antonlo, Tex. Denver people will suffer Nttle.  All
the personal properiy of the Chamberlin brothers has
been turned into the assets, Colonel Lewis C. Ells
worth, formerly recelver ot the Denver acd Rlo tirands
Rallway, has been appointed assignee,

H. B. Chamberlin, proeident of the company, made
the fellowing statewent : “ During the years prior o
1800, 19 whieh we were making very Inige real estate
deals of property in Denver, we became largely inter
ested In real estate 1o Pueblo, Fort Worth, <un Antonio,
Spokane Falls, Helenu and other cities. We were
jolned in our various enterprises by clients in Derver,
Esstern citles and Great Britaln,  In the process ol
Improving these propertics It becsme pecessury 10
bulld electric railways for rapld transit to asd through
them. In this way we Dbecame fnvelved In the con
structlon and maintenance of elactrle rallways In each
of these clifes. While in the midst of the operatiors
the Barng crisls came, and from that thme we have
been heavily bturdened with these deprndent interests.
We found 1t impossible te secure financial co-operation
from more than s few of thoxe Interested with us,
Therefore the burden of construction and maintenance
has fallen almost exclusively om the Chamberlin
Investment Company 4nd the continuous draft on our

SARY COMPROMISE.

Worcester, Mugs,, July 10.=Congressman Walker has
made publle the following letter from John Sherman,
which Le peevlved todany :

Manstield, Oble, Ju'y 8, 1803,
Hon. J. 1. Walker.

My Dear Sir: Yours of the 24th ult., inelosing a cony
of your stutement of the causes thut led Mr. Conger, your-
wolf and me to sgree with great reluctance to the Sllver
act of 1800, Is,recelved.  An answor has been delayed by
my abeenice at Chicage.  You clearly and eoprectly state
the history of that aet. The bil that passed the House
provided for the pufchase of &4,500,000 worth of sllver at
gold value, The Senats struck out thls provision and
provided for tho free coluage of silver, or the purchass of
all that was offered at the sote of @1 20 ap ounce.
As conferrees acting for the two houses, It was our duty
to bring ahont an sereemont, U practicable, without re-
spect to Indlvidual opinjon.

The resuls of the conforctice wne to puject froe ealn-
agi and ta provide for the pugchase of 4,500,000 ounves
of sflver at (ta gold price—a less amouot thati was pro-
posed by the House.  The provisions declaring the pub-
Ll {?Ih'_\r of the United States to matotatn the parity of
tha Lwo metais, the autherity to stipulate (o contacts
for payinents o gold, the limit of the laste of Treasury
notes  to the actunl cost of stiver bulllon et gold value,
and the repeal of the act providipg for tha senscloss
colnage of silver dollars when we already had 800,-
000,000 &flver dollars in the Trousury that we could not
circufate, were all In the line of sound money, Another
object I had In view was to securs & then much-needed
addition to our curpency, thon belng reduced by the

compulsory  rotirewent of Noational bonk notes on  the
parment of the United States Londs. This would have
been mope Wisely providel Ly noftes secured by both

gold and eilver, but such s provision could pot then be
soluredd,  These reasons fully justitied the compromise.

But tha great controlliug trason why wo agreed
It was that it was the ouly exjetient Ly which wes conld
defeat the froe colosge of siver.  Each of us regarded
the mowsure proposed by the Senale s 3 prectiesl e
pudlation of oucthird of the debts of the United Btates
and its people, ua & substantlal reductlon of the wages
of labor, as a debasement of our cuarreficy th e slngie
sliver standurd, as the demosetizatios. of gold and a shorp
disturbance of all our business raiations with the great
commprcial nations of the world. To defeal such »
puliey #o pregnant with evl, 1 was willing to buy the
fts  gold

entitn  product of Amerloan silver mines st
value,  Abd this was what we provided, gueardeid as
far as wa eould.

To aceomplish eur object we had to get the consent of
th Hepublican Hepresdhtativiss from the silver producing
Stabes.  This we could only do by buylng the ellver
product of thisa States, 1t was 3 costly purchase. Tha
sliver we purchased ls not worth a4 mich as we paid for
it but this loss |s inslgnifcant compared to our galn by
the defrat of the free colnage of silver, It Is sald there
wed fio dangne of froe coluage, that the President would
have vetord It.  We bad oo right to throw g responsls
bttty upon bim.
