SILVER EXTREMISTS.
It is not impossible that Senator Teller, of

Colorado, and Senator Stewart, of Nevada,
actually believe thal the recent-action of the
India Council with regard to silver coinage
is part of a conspirat \ entered into between
President cleveland. Mi. Uladatone nnd the
considerable number of persons the world over

srho are denounced as "gold hugs." These
two Senators have for so many yegi* consid¬
ered all political question*, including interna¬
tional complications, in the sole light of their
jiillm-iice bpon the leading industry of Colorado
and Nevada thal the subject occupies appar¬
ently their entiie intellectual horizon. They
gre intelligent persona; men of affairs; both
have been long in public life and bare had
large experience in mattera of politic* and gov¬
ernment, lt seems almost incredible that two
such men can honestly entertain the notion
that the whole civilized world is not only
¦grayed against the mining industry which they
repreoent, bul has actuallj entered into a aecret
con-piracy t» overthrow and destiny iu Yet
this seems to he their view, lt is not for us

to say that they do not hold it conni ientiottsl*
and rincerely. Hut we mind say thai it seems

to ns amazing.
Thc people interested in silver production

have a perfect right to hold the opinion
that free m! vcr coinage or tho purchase
of Mlver in largo quantities by the
Government is a good thin;* for all the
people. They have a right to urge that view
through their Senators and Representatives
upon Congress, biri when they sa. they "ill

prevent bj parliamentary obstruction or dila¬
tory tactics the representatives of tho people
from aeddngan* action not consonant with that
view they take a step beyond reason and with¬
out JUfitiflcatioB, which jan only result in th"ir
eventual digcomfiture. Vhere is no hostility
an. where to tho interest* represented bj the
silver Senators. <»n the contrary, the capital¬
ists, money lemlois and business men of the
East, who are go passionatelj denounced as

"gold hui's" and usurers, have an equal a ii -

teresi with the miners and mine-owners "f
Colorado and Nevada in the prooperit* and
suet ess of their special industry. The.*, do not

believe that the "aeasurea non In operation or

ihosc recoininended by ih'- silver nun ate cal¬
culated to promote the end sought. Thej do
believe that then effect will he specially dis¬
advantageous to the miners and mine-owners
and disastrous to the business ol the "hole
country. They reject the notion that this coun¬

try alone can force bimetallism upon the rest

of the world by any of the measure* proponed,
and they firmly believe that the attempt to do
it would entail the most ruinous consequences.
And while they are n>.t overheated, they arc

very much in earnest about if.
It is not reasonable to suppose that there is

any combination ot conspbacj to demonetise
silver. That notion is. if possible, wilder than
the other which seems to p...-ess some of tin-
silver advocates, that the act ol ls?.'! was

also the result of a conspiracy for tho de¬
monetization of silver, and that gi eat fortunes
were made by .Senators nnd Representatives
who were interested in the plot. The low

price of silver and consequent depression in

silver mining are not deplored more bj the
people of Colorado and Nevada than by the
people of the Eastern States. Hut it is be¬
lieved hy many of the latter that a much hel¬
ier, safer and surer remedy than free coinage
or Government purchases would be found in
tho ordinary procedure of limiting production
and diminishing the output until the operation
Ol Sd law of supply and demand effected the
end desired, lt is not a mattel, as wc have
said before, to he discussed with passion or

in anger. There is no call foi- charges of con¬

spiracy, for recrimination or threats. And we
take leave to say that the language in which
8enatora Teller and stew.nt nre reported to
have indulged is neither stat.-manlik.- not
sane. They are ord* injuring their own reputa¬
tion* and damaging their own causes.

Mayor Boody of Brooklyn has been stung
or shamed into doing s'.untiling thal looks, if
not to the mending of his reputation, perhaps
to the Letter concealment of the facts by which
it has been newly brought under suspicion.

lt is nut strange that Democratic journals

are CXtrcmelj anxious tu keep ctn of s|j.*|n
the evidences nf depression in the gnat in
dustries.
