TAlN'TlNCiS IN VVATFR COLOR.

There are two legitimate ways of usinc water
color.either as a broad wash or with ;,

brisker, more vivacious touch. Tho hitter baa
the advantage of being in harmony with the
lightness and spontaneity which BSCSB ta bo the
most essential qualities of the medium. Tha
former is leas brilliant, less suggestive of full

acquaintance with tho "apneities of pure wafer

color, but, in tho hands of a strong artist, pro¬
ductive of hardly less heauty. lt is the ssethod
of the Dutch. In Holland water colors anti oils
are interchangeable instruments. Th** artists uso

one aa well as they do tho other. They repeat,
too, in their water colors tho best qualities af
their oils, and they do this without any confusion
of the character of tho former with that of the
latter. They can do so for the reason that the
qualifies are such as water colors may easily
share; qualities of tone, of atmosphere, and of

feeling. Tho key also remains unchanged. It i-
