The setfifi of the savings hank presidents ot

| fully, however, a decided change of sentiment
bcame apparent. It had been feared that the
pubiication of the news whuld scare the more
nervous depositors into making a demand for
their money betore the rule would be put inte
vhieet, A= thee day wore on z2nfl no nows of any
runs was reocfved  the eritics hegzan to wonder
[ if they had not been too hasty in forming &
judgment.  They saw that the depsitors had nos
taken tright, which was the dunger most to be
feared, and it wus not long before a general res
vulsion of fecling set in.

WISE AND TIMELY ACTION,

I Outsiders, who hud not studied the savings-banlk
situntion carefully, began to take a calmer view
of the matter and te inquire more particularly
intn the motives that had prompted the recoms
mendation.  ‘They listensd 1o the arguments of
the men intimutely wssociated with the manages
| ment of the savings institutions, and found
that they were gronnded on reason, The resul
wis that those who lud come to criticise re-
mained to praise.  On sober second thought thelr
verdiot was that the savings bank presidents had
acted wisely and for the best interests of all
concerped.
