afternoon. The ceremonies were extremely simple.

This grent office, one .f
the highest within the gift of the President, was
transferred In a minute's time from thc control of
a Republican to that of a Democrat, and the public

Democratic officials, who thought that now they
were sure of at least four years' more work Kvery
one was good natured.

o'clock the new Collector reached the office, and he

Immediately Joined Collector Hendricks in his

private outee. The two men chatted together for

some little time and then walked out into the main
office. Collector Hendricks then formally turned the

office over to his successor. As he did so he said,
as be looked toward the employes present:
"Mr. Collector, these are tl,- chiefs of divisions

and chief clerks, and in presenting them to you

Then the Collector and the ex-Collector shook

hands and Mr. Kilbreth said:
"Mr. Hendricks. 1 tirst wish to thank you for

your kindness and consideration to me since it
became known that 1 was to be your successor in

office. You have shown nie every poaslMs con¬

sideration. I trust, however, when I retire* from
this office, that 1 aili carry with me the full
measure of public esteem and confidence, as you
do now. l wish also now to ask the members ol
the staff to remain here and occupy their relative
places as here;.,fore, until I can fumiliairlze myself
with the <.t!lce."

introduced to the new Collector. This ended the
formal proceedings of IransferrlnB the Custom
House from Mr. Hendricks to Mr. Kilbreth.
