FRENCH FACTIONS AND PARTIES.

What is wrgently needed in France is a
natural development of parviiamentary instito-
rions undor the pressure of party government,
While there was a formidable minority in the
fast Chumbor, there were no distinet issues ho-
tween Right and Left. The Monarchists and
the Imperialists conld not form a conservative
party under a progressive republie, They were
simply a0 divided of reactionny in
trigiers, who were powerless exeept when they
united with the Radicals in turning ont a Min-
istry, On the Republican side there were group
dissensions, but there were no strageles hoe-
tween historical purties, such as take ploee in
Groegt Britain acd the Unitol Stures,  Parlia
mentary Government 15 weaker in Feanee than
in England, becanse the reactionary groups on
one side do pot form an Opposition which, wheg
rocinited, ean be introsted with power, Minis
terial changes are cansed by artificial com-
binations of varions factions, and not by the
substitution of one party for another.

In the sume way the suevival of the Tm-
perialist and Hoyalist factions interferes with
the normal development of Presidentinl gov-
ernment. 1 President Carnot he alloved to
finish his term of oflice next year, he will e
more fortunate than his three prodecessors,
who were each in turn forecd to resign by hos-
tile majorities in the Chambers,  While he
chooses his Ministers, he cannot conduet his
Administrat'on indepondently of legislative jn-
terfercnee.  Elected by the National Assen-
biy, the French President remidns in office
mainly on sufferance, althongh chosen for 3
stated teym. In order to exercise sopreme
Exeentive power and to enjoy absolute inde-
pendence of legislators e must be elected b
the people. Like an American President.  But
a Presidentisl election by popular vote can
never cecor in Franee so long as monarchical
factions remnin on the grownd with a Count of
Paris or an lmperialist pretender as  their
leader. It is the minority hostile to Repuly-
lican institutions that prevents the adoption
of the American Pres.dental system, and re-
tards at the same time the normal development
of paity government,

This minority will probably return to the
Chambers with greatly impaired strength alter
the elections of Sanday.
