SILVER'S CRUSHING DEFEAT.

FREE COINAGE NOT WANTED BY THE
HOUSE AT ANY RATIO.

FRIENDS OF SOUND MONEY TRIUMPAH.

ALL THE AMENDMENTS VOTED DOWN AND THE
WILSON BILL, REPEALING THE PURCHASING
CLAUSE OF THE SHERMAN L\W, PASSED
~RE-ENACTMENT OF THE BLAND-

ALLIRON ACT  DEFEATED—

ANALYBIS OF THE VOTE.

[AY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIDUNE.]
Washington, Aug, 28 —Mr. Bland knew on Save
urday that the defeat of himself and his followers
in the House of Representatives was inevitable,

the overthrow of his cause so complete as the
votes to-day showe'!,  He eapressed the opinion
this morning that the alverss majority on one or
more of the silver propositions might exeeed fifty,
i admitted that the passage of the Wilson bill
hy the Sepate soemed probable, but he had ne
iden that the mujority acainst free coinage at &
ratio of 10 ta 1 or 20 to 1 would exeeed 100, an
it did in both eases, or that the Wilson hill would
ridde in trivmph throuzh the House of Representa-
tives on a tidal-wave majority of 130, It is only
fair to say that the supporters and advoecates of
the Wilson hill were a8 much astonished by the
oxtent of their victory as were their opponents,
The most hopeful and eonfidont man among them
would have heen satisficd with a majority of forty
agninat one or two of the ratios and against the
proposition to re-enaet the Bland law, providing
for limited silver eoinage, and the greediest man
in their ranks wenld have reioiesd over a majority
of 100 on the passage of the hill,

THE " DEBATET WASTE 0OF TIME

The leaders of the Administiation Demoerats
realize at last that they were zuilty of a serious
and rcostiy blunder when they consented to &
postponement for nenrly three weeks of n measure
which eould and should have heen promptly
pagead in order to aid in the restoration of busls
ness eonfidence and ameliorate the genersl linan-
cial distress.

That the interest felt in the result of to-dar's
voting was deep and general was clearly shown
in more ways than one.  Long before the sitting
of the THouse hegun at noon the gallerios open
to the publie were packed with peaple, whe
watted  pationtly in a lot, stifling atmosphers
and listened eagerly until the last vote was re-
eorded and annonpesd at 350 o'clock,  Nearly
nvery member was in his seat, and only twe
members—Mossrs, Graham of New-York, and Shell
of South Carolina, hoth Demoernts—were paired,
the former in favor of and the latter against the
hill.
