—OXE MAN DROWNED AT ROCKAWAY,

Swept from their feet by the strong tide snd
undertow at Coney Island yesterday, five peopley
three men and two women, clung to the frame-
work of the iron pier, too muchexhausted even to
ery for help.

Fisher and his son were carried from their foot-
ing hy the same sweep of the nndertow and tide
which had rome so near Arowning the women,
and had almest wiven up the struzgle, when they
were driven near enough to the women to reach

Captuin Hinman and his wife saw at the same
ftime the plight which the bitliers were in, and then
came o mee to the peseiie.
