NO CAUCUS JUST AT PRESENT

ADMINISTRATION LEADEKS IN THE SENATE
REFUSE TO ABIDE BY ITS DECISION,

THE * STEERING COMMITTEE" RFSUMES DUSEe
NESS AT THE OLD STAND, BUT MEETS WITK
AN INSUBMOUNTADLE OBSTACLE—
AESURD POSITION OF MIL GORe
MAN AND WIS FOLLOWERS.

Washington, Oct. 18.—After six or cight weels
of enforced, though reluctant and watehful Ine
action, the Democratic "Steering Committes'” of
the Senute has at last openly resumed busis
nesg at the old stand.  For a'fortnight aftep
the beginning of the present extraordinary sese
sion, the activity of the “Steering Committes
was pronounced and unremiiting.  Mr. Gore
man was its chairman and controlling spirit,
and through Its agency the Maryland Senator,
then, as now, the undisputed leader of the res
sponsible Democratic majority, hoped no doubg
to impose upon the party that policy of come
promise which he has sgtood for infiexibly, im
season and out of season, as the only rational
means of extrication from the perils and ems
barrassments of the present Senate deadlock.
For twn weeks Mr. Gorman labored earnestly
wnd Incessantly to commit the majority lo
that line of action, in which alone his political
gagacity could foresee safety from party dis
vislon and rupture.  The hotter heads on both
sides could not be brought, however, to &
reallsntion of the dangers and profitlessness of
a struggle for repeal outside party lines, and in

subversion of all party discipline,

The crafty Democratic leader soon perceived
that the time was not ripe for party unity and
the assertion of caucug authority, The “Steers
ing Committee,” framed to register his pure
pesog, might, of course, have been brought at
cnee to indorss his far-sighted policy, but the
pressure of events was needed to bring home
jts necessity and wisdom to the warring and
discordant elements in the majority ranks. The
“Jreering Committee” consequently abundoned
its early efforts for compromise, and, simply
enjoining delay end deliberation upon the ma-
