THE CAPTAIN ANI) CREW OF A SINKINC BARK

BROUH HT INTO PORT THEIR SIGNALS OF

DISTRESS AT FIRST I'ISRE'. HIDED.

The Clyde Line stentnahlp SaRinaxv, which ar¬

rived yesterday from i^harleston, brought with her

Captain C. Horch, of the German bark Ceres, hla

wife and the entire crew of the bark, eleven In all.

The Ceres left landon July 29, bound for Savannah,
with a cargo of cement. She wan caught In the

hurricane of October 7 and had a fearful time of

lt. For twenty-four hourn the »ea made 11 clean
break over her. carrying away all her amall and
running gear, nmanhlng her port bulwark* aa4
tearing those on the ntarboard side clean away.
She began to leak forward, and from Octobers, for
five days settled down slowly but surely in spite
of vigorous pumping. On October lil the pumps
became choked and stopped working. On that
morning a deeply laden bark came Into vlexs and
etood on until within four miles of the sinking ven¬

ae!. Then sh* suddenly went about and stoo'l
away. Captain Horch nays the approaching bark
showed no signal, and that he could not read tier
name, but he feels sure she saw his slgnuls of dls-
tresi. .

Not long afterward, however, the Saginaw came

In sight and took off the crew. It was full time;
the Cere* had seven feet of areter In her hold, all
hut one of her boats were smashed and her top-
h*mi>er wa** u mane of wreckage.
