MR MANSFIELD AS SHUVLOCK

,Mr‘ Mansfleld’'s production of “The Merchant af
Venlee," which was brlllantly accomplished lnat
night at  Herrmann's  Theatre, Interested and
pleared a large audlence, which would have been
larger yet hut for the wild storm,—and 1t will in-
terest and please the putlie everywhers,—hy reason
of his remarkuble performance of Shylock, and
by reason, also, of the fellcitons stuge husiness,
sometimes new, and always plguant, with which
hé hus embelllshed the actlon of the play. In hie
embodiment of Shylock Ar. Manstield has def.
nitely and advisedly, adopted wne of the two
courses which slways are open to the actor of
that part. He has represented Shylock as an lg-
noble and malignant Hebrew, typlon of the paxeion
of revenge, and typleal of pothing else. He hix
not endeavored to portray him &8 representative,
religlously, in even the slightest degree. of the
vindietive rigor of Hebrale law. In this respoect
he follows the tradition of Kean and Booth,
rather than that of Mucready and Irving Opinlon,
on this subject, has never been unanimous. Vari-
ous actors have pursued vartous courses in their
acting of Shylock. Burbage, according to a tradi-
tlon, based partly on an oll elegy on him, wWore a
red wig: and henee It his been surmised that he
gave the part a low-comely aspeet From 170
until 1741 Loril Lansdowne's alterntjon of “The Mer-
chant of Veniea” held the Engliah stoge, and In thar,
—As scholars know,—the character of sShylotk was
reduced almost to the level of furce. Lansdowni's
plece bepins with a scene in which the ghosts
of Bhakespeare and Dryden riss, crownel with
laurel, and it presently shows @ musical
masque, called “Peleus  and Thetis" Cine
soene  of §t, furthermore, deplets  a bian-
quet  in progress, the Jew  Dbeing placed at
A tuble by himself, where he drinks n heilth to
nonev, nt being his only mistress. Dogpett, whn
wis gecounted a fne Shylock, In the early part
of the elghtesnth century, embodied the Jew as a
comic person, and wore the rel wig of the low
comedian. Macklin, as all the reading world s
aware, restored Shakespeare’s comedy to the stage
in 1741, and impersonated Shylock 08 a soerlous
part, —winning a prodiglous victory, and establish-
ing his renown forever. Fdmund Krean preserved
the Macklin *rad‘tion and bettered it anil from
Keut's day to the present the churacter has Lesn
manifested, mote or less, In the tragle vein, The
elder Boath, Macremdy, Hrooke, the elder Wallack,
Forrest, Phatps, Edwin booth and Heary Irving
Fave all walked in that well-trodiden path. The
older Itenth spoke the words In a sort of dinlect,
and that method,—which Mr. Janstleld hus €0 {ur
cmploved that he uses o voenl cadenee, sulliclent
to indicate the Jew as a forcigner among the
Venotians,—is not unusual In Germany. The re-
nowned German actop Duvison, when he ‘was In
New-York, In 1886, played Shylock, and happlly
Hustrated that custom.

Whenever a distinguished actor mlopis o new
Shakespearion part he commonly Intimates thit he
has taken n fresh view of the subject and that he
will present the character fn a novel Heht,  His de-
sire 1a, {f possible, to escape from the trammels of
fron-bound tradition, and to reanlmate un okl
theme with the plquant spirit of orleinality. His
purpose certainly s commendable, but It 18 one
that canpot be often or easily accomplished. All
the Important parts in Shikespeara have been acted
over and over agaln, for muny ye and by many
able and adrolt players, and almost everything has
been done that genlus eoulidl prompt, or Ingenuity
contrive, or cnergy and munificence necomplish, to
refresh Shakessearinn  representations with the
attractive air of novelty and with the commanding
distinction of exceptional charm. In the cass of
vthe Merchant of Venloe" Edwin Bocth’s pro
duction of thut comedy, at the oll Winter Garden
Theatre, was ns fine anything of the kind conld
ba, and Henry Irving's production of 1t, at the
London Lyceum, and later In this country. was
sumptuous and beautiful. Upon a wmall stage, lke
that of HHerrmann's Theatre, thore is nat room
anough for great scenlo display | bt
much has been done, and i thins  been  done
with admirabde taste, Mr. Mansfisll's expediente in
cattinz the Merchant and In representing Shylock,
are, in mensral, not new—but they are new to him
He has never seen i performance of that play,
and consequently has never seen a representation
of Shylock. He has approached the drama wirh
a fresh mind, and has treated it precisely as he
would have treated a new play,—doing what is
suggested by the text, and playing the part nerord.
Ing to his perception of It amd not dn imitation of
any aceepted model. He has retained most of the
casket scenes, and he has retalned the fifth act;
and at the bheglnning of the Gfth wet he has jutro-
duced o pleture, illustrative—by means of wiknl-
nymphs, diance, musie, and moonlieht, -of that
“divine perfection” of summer night with which
the fellcitous gXill of Shukespeare rounds and closes
his lovely story of happy love. The introduction
of that pleture had a capital dramatie effect, and
that feature should be noted as absolutely novel
Mr. Mansfiald has also Introdues] 4 noew song, for
Jesslen, In place of the wretched lines that occur
in the accepted stage version (for Shokespears
allots no song to Jesslen), and he has diversitisdg
and brightened the comie business of Lancelot
Gabbo, and likewlse that of the casket ordeal for
the hand of Portla. Arragon was made o Hnlcal

There is, perhaps, in the passion of Shylock
something more than greed and something more
than persona] anlmosity.

Genernl Thomas Leonidas Crittenden, who died
on Staten Tsland yesterday morning, was born {p
Ruseelville, Ky, Muy 15, 1815 He was the second
won of RBenator John J. Crittenden, of Kentucky.
He studied law, and In 1842 was elected common-!
weilth's attorney of Kentucky., Four years later,
when the Mexlean War was wel) under way, his
eousin, General Zachary Taylor, Invited him to joln
the United States Army, which was then Invading
Northern Mexico: Crittenden accepted, mnd hurried
to Matamorus, only to find that the Army had ad-
vanced to Monterey, At Matamoras he met Jeff-
erson Davls, then a Colonel In the United States
Army, and with him alone proceeded to Monterey
aver un execedingly dungerous country for so small
a party. The trip was made without accldent, how-
pver Mre CrRienden took part In several small
skirmishes previous to the buttle of Duena Vista
At the close of the first day's fighting in that en-
gagement certaln Mexican troops had been driven
back und were retreating under fire of the Ameri-
can guns, General Taylor called Crittenden, who
was sorving as alde-de-camp, and sent him to
these troops to demand thelr surrender. Instead
of surrendering, however, they took Crittenden a
prisoner and retreated through a parrow canyon,
bringing him before General Santa Anna, com-
manding the Mexlean troops. Crittenden explained
his business, now too late to be of any importance,
Santa Anna replied:  “Go bsck to General Taylor
and say 1 demand hiz surrender. 1 have him sur-
rounded by 2000 troops and he cannot escape.””
“1 wiil deliver your message, sin’ replled Crit-
tenden, “tut—General Tavior never surrenders.’
He wis eseorted baek to the American camp and
Taylor smiled grimiy. “Sald he
“U'mph! He

told his messnmre,
hid 2o men, did he?" he asked,
won't have so many to-morrow."”
