AMAZING RESULTS AT ELIZABETIL

Backera of favorites had a rough rond to travel
at Elizabeth yesterday, for after Stonenell, atl to 4
bad captured the first race six favorites were
beaten, the division of the secomd race making up
the total of seven races that were declded.

With Rival scratched In the first race Stonenell
had only Sirocco and Tormentor to beat, for Lizzie
and Majer Joe Jid not have one chance In a
thousand. The start was bad, with Stonenell one of
those poorly away, but he at once began to Improve
his position, and on hig rounding Into the home-
gtreteh it was seen that he would win, for Sims had
taken him in hund. At the finish he was a good
neck In front of Siroeco, who beat Tormentor two
lengths fur the place

The seventesn entries for the second race were
divided and two races were rum aine started In
the first section, with the Bonnie Meade gelding the
favorite. With better handlng the favorite would
Eave won. A furlong from the finish he had the
others besten, and had Reiff gone on with him he
could not have lost, but he dlundered so budly in
the last dozen strides that Gualloping King, a 40 to 1
chance, ot up and beat him by a head, Hartford
was third, o length away.
