The defendant, fat and smiling, ®at behind his
lawver, Whesler H. Peckham, within a few fect
of the plaintiff, and frequently looked her over
admiringly. He evidently thought that her appesr-
ance did credit to his taste In selecting an aequalnt-
ance, if not a wife, Mr. Bates has glven the Im-
pression o bystanders throughout the trial that
he regarded the whole affalr ns a4 huge Joke, and
that fts principal result would be to cetablish for
bim a firm and unquestionable repitation as a
“high fiyer.”
