REAL ESTATE MEN DISCUSS THE FPOS-
SIBLE ERECTION OF A STORE THERE.

A GENERAL OPINION THAT 1T 18 DOOMED AS A
PLACE FOR PEIVATE HOUSES—A TALK

WITH RODERT MACLAY.

The article in yesterday's Tribune regarding the
proposed erection of a large business bullding on
the St. Luke's Hospltal site, Fifth-ave, and Fifty-
fourth and Fifty-fifth sis., has aroussd a great in-
torest among real estale men and property owners
in Fifth-uve, and in adjoining streets, S8everal of
these men were seenn by a Tribune reporter yester-
day, and although they differed in opinion as to
the kind of bullding which should be put up on the
site, they agreed In the maln that the site of St
Luke's Hospltal as a place for private houses |8
doomed.

Robert Maclay, the president of the: Knlcker-
bocker Ice Company, who owns several houses
and lote on Filty-seventh-st., fust off Fifth-ave,
and large pleces of real estate in other parts of the
clty, =sald to the reporter: ""The erection of a large
business block In Fifth-ave. and Fifty-fourth and
Fifty-ifth sts., would only be taking time by the
forelock, 1 do not think, however, that business
encroachments in Fifth-ave, will extend above
Fifty-fifth-st. 1 have been a careful observer of
real estute in this oliy for forty years, and I have
found that business always seekn dense populations,
and, as much as possible, avolds parks and open
piaces. This will be seen in the case of Washing-
ton Square. You would naturallys suppose that the
thle of business would follow the tide of wealth
along Waverley Place or some of those side streets,
to Waushington Square from Broadway. But this
square hoas been left untouched, and the east Rides
even of Unlon and Madison Squares, If they can be
called parks at all, long withstood the encroach-
ments of business whils the tlde swept far be-
yond them,

BUSINESS HOUSES IN FIFTH-AVE.

“1 fully belleve that business houses will not be
bullt above Fifty-fifth-st., In TFifth-ave, to any
great extent, because Central Park belng on the
west side, the population s necessarily somewhat
smzll along Fifth-ave.,, between Fifty-ninth to

One-hundred-and-Tenth sts. Of course, the erec-
tlon of great hotels around Fifty-ninth-st. and
Fifth-ave, centres a large population in a very
small space. East of these Lotels |s n small town
in itself so far as the amount of money spent every
day Is concerned, Ther: 15, therefors, great in-
i nts to busl men 1o be near to them.'

Another well-known real estate man, in speaking
of the proposed changes, sald. “‘Money, not sentl-
ment, governs the coures of businesa tendencles in
this clty. Of course, many peopls will throw up
thelr hands !n horror at the mere suggestion of
having a business block on the site of "Old St
Luke's’ and will loudly deprecate the sacrilege of
allowing business houses In this sacred part of
Fifth-ave. But these same people are most lkely
10 he the ones to jump firet at the offer of three
or four times the present value of the houses they
are now living in, If made to them. Sentiment s
all right enough In Its place, but when It gets in
the way of money, it is knocked out in the first
round-—at least, that is generally the case in New-
York.

A PROFITABLE PIECE OF PROPERTY.

“There 18 no questlon In my mind that a busi.
ness block on the site of 81, Luke's Hospltal would
be one of the best paying pleces of property of
that kind In the eity, It certalnly would pay far
better than If ifmproved with residences. My rea-
sons for saying this are these: a first-class stores
here would catch the cream of the out-of-lown re-
tall trade which all business men know is the trada
which gives the best profits, People coming Into
town to make thelr annual purchases have not
time to run around day after aay to find where the
best bargalns are, They are dazzled with the splen-
dor of metropolitan stores, and buy at the first
prices. The best of this out-of-town trade I8 near
thege great hotels, A business block at Fifty-
fifth and Fifty-fourth ste. would have a practical
monopoly of this trade for many years, because
this site Is surrounded by private houses and it
would take a long time for & store of equal size
to get a footing in this Eﬁrl of Fifth-ave. Again,
B I.ug in this part of the city would be far more
del 1 than down town, especially to those who

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CHANGES AT THE POITOFTICE,

THE EFFICIENCY OF THE SERVICE ENDANGERED
BY WHOLESALE AND SUMMARY
REMOVALS.

Wholesale removals of experlenced officials have
been made by Postmaster Dayton since hls acées-
slon to office. In every department of the ma!n
office and in nearly, If not all, the branch stations
the chiefs and suburdinates have been changed.
The Unlon veterans, who had become experts in
postal affairs from long and falthful service, have
been especially singled out for decapltation., Joseph
W. Kay, chalirman of the Executlve Committee of
the Veterans' Rights Unlon, a lfelong Democrat,
is authority for the statement, made by him to
President Cleveland, that more Union veterans
have been thus far removed from the postofiice In
New-York City under Mr, Dayton than were re-
moved by his predecessors since the war ended.

Especially in the money-order department of the
Postoffice have changes been noted. In The Trib-
une of July 28 it was prophesied that Joseph El-
liott, jr., the new superintendent, would within a
manth trump up charges against his former as-
soclates to cause their removal. The result has
Justified the assumption. Within the lust three or
four months all of the experienced directors of the
department have been removed, including Superin-
tendent Willlam Plimley, First Asslstant Superin-
tendent Charles W. Cowtan, Second Assletant
James P. Ballard and Chief Clerk Richard E., Mott,
Asuistant Cashier Eu;gsfe F. Hayes sooa followed
his superiors, and within the lasi ten days Assist-
nt'nookkoe];:er James R, Mount has alss been re-
moved. In the last-named case an appeil has been
made to Washington, and, if the case Is rightly
Judged, Mr. Mount will be reinstated and the su-
perintendent should be rebuked. Unfortunately for
the latter, Mr, Mount was protected by the Clvil

ce rules, and should have been allowed a full
hearing and defence. Majors Pluinley and Cowtan,
as Lieutenant Hayes, are veterans of the

war, and had each risen from places as assorters

provisions, The Amerlean way to promote €du-

cation Is to Increase the number of common sthools,

or church, because It must be Interpreted by the
language of the peiltion, and by the zource from
which It originates. I am abundantly satisfled
that such a proposal woulidl be resisted to the death,
and rejected, There 12 not the siightest nterferonce
In any common schoul In Amerlea with any pe
linr rellgious views or with any rellglous tenching.
My own sgenge of the Importance of religlous edlu-
cation is shown Ly the establishment and mainten-
ance of the dipcesan girl's school. Bt the churches
must do this for themselves, or ft must be done
by Individusl Hberality, State money cannot be
used to support any denominatiorgl schoal, he-
cauge It cannot be used 1o further the [nterest
of any religious hody, )

I am quite sure that, If T were o Roman Catho-
le, 1 would oppose this scheme with all my might,
The oman Church = really on trial In Ameriea.
She e claiming to be adapting herself ta Amerl-
can principles and habits, Such a proposal o4
this falsifica the cladm. Already she @5 suspectod
of interfering with jolitical viections, If she makes
open avowal of an attempt to interfers with puh-
le education, she alll recelve, and In my judg-
ment deserve, the uranimous verdict of the more
than fifty millions of people In America, w
belng divided fnto all sorts of religlous assoc
tions, and some having no religlous position at all,
are united in their determination that no rellglous
body shall contrul either the clectlons or the eda-
cation of the country.”
