THE XEW REPURLICAN COUNTY COMMITTEER PE-

The report of the eommittes appointed to in.
wvestigate the charges of treachery agalnst varlous
Republican district leaders, together with the res
port of the committes appointed to draw up a plan
for reorganizing the party (o this county, wilt
probably be ready for presentation to the Com-
mittee of Thirty hefore the end of the week, The
commitltee on Investigation has already completed
Its work. The report does not take hp any par-
ticular district or any partleular distriet lader, but
refers generally to the present condition of affalrs
In the organization, and showa plalnly the need for
a complete reorganization before the Republicans
of the city and State will have confidence in the

organigation here.

The othar commlttee, however, will report a com-
plete plan of reorganization, and both reports will

be ready before the next meeting of the Republican
County Committes, It I8 probable that the reports
will not be ﬂres«vmd to the present County Com-
mltwr:I as there |8 a fear In some quarters that
the ends of the present machine will not allow
it to be adopted. The new County Committes,
which was elected last 'l'rsdny night, 1s made up
In part of new men, and there s sald to be no
apposition to the adoption of the plan proposed, It
is known that the committee having this part
of the work In hand has agreed upon the consti-
tution of the new organization, and It Is now at
work u the details of the district organiza-
tlons, Under the new plan there will be only 120
members of the County Committee, and the rep.
resentation from the various Assembly districis
will be apportioned accordlng to the number of
icans on the district rolls and the vote cam
at a Btate electlon. The distriet leader will dis-
%r with the adoption of the new plan.
r legal reasons the new County Committes
will also be an executive committee, but the com-
mittee will be divided up into a large number of
sub-committees, each of which will have Its specific
work to do. There will be committees on finance,
grievances, appeals and other subjects likely to
come up in a politleal organlzatlon. The district
der's place will be taken by 4 Campiign Com-
ittee, which will exist only through the ecam-
. and will be elected by the Hepublicans of
cac election disirict, Immedinlely after the Stats
Convention has been held. The election distriet
plan will be presented by the commitive,

Provision will be made for the election of the
election district captains, and of varlous district
officers, and no man will be nermitted to hold more
than one office, There will be six or geven officers
In each election dietrict, and this will fmunediately
start the reorganized party with some 700 active
men, It I8 also proposed Lo employ a secretary, at
a salary, to keep track of the neelds of the variowms
districts. This man I8 to have an coffite where he
can be renched at any tlmne.

Hummel, of Howe & Hummel, Mrs, Nicolaus'a
counsel, accompany the alleged Mr. and s,
Harrls on board the Normannia on Tuesday, and
he succeeded in obtaining an Interview with the
woman, in which she sald that she was going away
and had withdrawn her sult,

story of Mre, Nicolaur's departure became public,
Hér antics and hide-and-seek tactica had kept tha
publle on tiptoe until it became tired, and it was
quite willing to say goodby to her. And then
the publlc turned to conslder fts own busincess,
when, presto, eame up Mr. Howe and Mr. Hum.
mel, saylng  “Dear publie, you are mistaken,
Zella has not gone away on the Normannia. Bhe
has not withdrawn her sult, Her affairs will con-
tinue to Le on exhibition, and she will go on am»
heretofore playing the part of the vanishing lady.

FRECAUTIONS TO _H EEP CHILDIEN FROM TRANS
MITTING DISEASE BY MEANS OF SLATES
AXD BOOKS,

Health Commlssioner Edson and Chlel Inspector
Daty of the Bureau of Contaglous Direases lately
became convineed that many cases of diphtherla:
might be traced to contaglon in public schoois.
An investigation by Dr. Moreau Marris, one of
the inspectors of the hurean, has led to consultn.
tlons between the sanltary officlals and members
of the Board of Education, and thers will be an
attempt to prevent the introductlon of diphtheria
germs into the schools, It often happens, the ex-
perta say, that children have diphtheria in such
mild form that It may be mistaken for an ordinary
sore throat. Such a c¢hlid may transmit the disease
to another child In & most dangeroas form. The
pxchanges of slates and pencils by school chilldren
Is o common method of transmitting the germs of
dizense, A boy who cleans his siate by spliting on
It, and then wiplng it with his coatsleeve—a method
common in the urhm-lnumn; enxlly transmit the
germa of diphtherla to another boy who gets the
slate the next day, and cleans {t In the same
fashion. Rooks which ars eoverad wit: cloth and
are earried to the homes of the puplls, may aluo be

means of transmitting contagion,

The Board of Education will be asked to abollsh
the use of slates of the ordinary kind In the schools,
and to require all school books to be coversl with
glazed paper. The principals of the achools will
be directetl to have Inquiries made eyvery morning
to find out It any scholars or members of thele
familles have sore throats, They will be supplied
with postal eards, which they will use in sending
reports to the Bureau of Contuglous Discases when
cases of sore throat are reported. Al ehildven
who have sore throats are to be kept out of
achool untll they can be examined by physicians
from the bureal Hy such methods the saniary
officials hope to reduce the number of cases of
diphtheria in the city.
