hostile people, and quotes Sir Oliver Mowat,

If the two countries were united the Americans
would clearly cease to be a hostile j).- iple. The
long series of disputes which Mr. Hopkins tragi¬
cally ree. mnts would then Le lei ever at an end.
Nor need Mr. Hopkins fear a war between the

Hatted States ana Qreat Britain when Qreat
Britain had once politically retired from a con¬

tinent with which she has no political concern.
On the other haul, Mr. Hopkins is at preset t in

danpr of a war with a million of Canadians
who are settled in the United States and whom
he and all his party habitually lea vt- ont of the

account. Neither he nor anybody else need ap¬

prehend th.v. Qreat Britain would go to war for
the retention of Canad*. Great Britain Will al¬
low Canada to dispose of hersch with pi i fe -t

freed-.m. Why should she fight for Ute retention
of a dependency which does not obey ber laws
or government, which would not allow her to

dispose of an Inch of its territory, whl«-h re¬

fuses to contribute to her armaments and lays
duties on her goods'."
Mr. Hopkins proceeds to «ive a list of specific

objections to union founded on the inferiority,
not to say depravity and repulsiveness, <.f

American politics and society. As a proof of
American lawlessness he tells us that lynching
ls common "throughout the Union." He seems

to suppose that tho elective judiciary and the

Illinois divorce law are parts of the American
Constitution, and would be obligatory on Canada
If she joined the Republic. He dwells on th*

political corruption on your side of the line,
while he is blind to the corruption which pre¬
vails upon his own side. It is not Separatism
that will enable us to purify politics or to deal
with the perils of democracy. Mr. Hopkins also
thinks that because the President cannot, Ilks a

Canadian Prime Minister, dissolve the legisla¬
ture at his will, as Sir J.hn Macdonald did the
other day on a false pretence for the purpose
ff snapping a verdict, government in the United
States is not responsible. He forgets '.hat
Canada has a nomination Senate whlrh has
been filled almost entirely with the nominees
of a single man; that our Constitution ls im¬

posed on us by the Imperial Parliament, and
that confederation Itself never was submitted
to the people.
To follow Mr. Hopkins into the question of

commercial relations would be too tedious. If,
as he avers. Canada does not want the Ameri¬
can market, why does the Tory Ministry* Of
Canada send deputations to Washington to ob¬
tain commercial treaties? Why did it at the
last general election use a false announcement
of reciprocity negotiations as a bait to catch
the votes of the people?
Mr. Hopkins ls obliged to admit that there ls

such a thing in Canada as an annexation senti¬
ment, but he represents lt as contemptible in ex¬

tent. He may be answered in the words uf Mr.

Frechette: "And this ls why. when the word an¬

nexation ls on the lips of every man, when the
mention of independence in a political meeting is

the call for unanimous applause, there may yet
be found politicians who. though neither blind
nor deaf, will affirm to the agents of foreign news¬

papers that there is no desire for annexation In
Canada; that no one longs for independence, and

the French Canadians in particular wish but for

one thing.to be left where they are, while the

rest of the world goes on its way. It is high time
this legend should be reduced to its true sig¬
nificance."
Mr. Hopkins's paper is. however, highly in¬

structive as an indication of the spirit with which
a separate and imperialist Canada would bs ani¬

mated toward the United States, am" of the rela¬

tions Which would be likely t<> subsist between
them. In this respect it may be uminended to

the notice of American statesmen.

TYNDALL AND NAPOLEON HT.

To the Editor of The Tribune.
Slr: The death of Professor John Tyndall, result¬

ing from the effects of an ovorrlore of chloral In¬

advertently administered by Ms wife, recalls to

mind the fact not generally known that the fatal

termination of the Illness of Emperor Napoleon HI

was brought about in an almost Identical manner.

It was not the operation upon him hy Slr Henry

Thompson that caused his death, for the operation
had been most successful in every respect, but lt

was an overdose of chloral. The operation was

performed on January 10, 1873, and produced
such favorable results that he was able to take his

dinner the next day and waa free from fever.
Indeed, his condition was such that all apprehen¬
sions disappeared, and his son returned to school at

Woolwich on January Vi. On the evening of that
day he felt so well that he absolutely declined to

take the chloral which had been prescribed for
him in case of his being prevented from sleeping
by pain. He protested that he suffered no pain,
that he could sleep without the chloral, and that
the dose which he had taken on the previous even¬

ing had left a sense of oppression. As he per¬
sisted in his refusal, the intervention of the Em¬
press was invoked, and it was only on her urgent
entreaties that the Emperor, with manifest reluc¬
tance, took that fatal dose of chloral which brought
to him not only repose for that night, but the
sleep eternal.
The chloral, lt should lie added, had been rre-

acrlbed. not by 8lr Henry Thompson, the Bur¬

ston who had performed the operation, but by the

Emperor's physician Sa* aannt .
