Washington, Dee. 151t I8 announced now
that the President’s message On the Hawallan
question, and the accompanying carrespondence
gsked for in Mr. Hoar's resolution, will not be
sent to the Senate before Monday or Tuesday.
&0 far no creditable excuse hasg been given for
the delays of the last two weeks, which have
80 sorely tried the patience of Congress and the
country, The pretence |s put forward fndirectly
that the State Department has been unable 1o
unearth a supposed reply of Mr. Blaine to a letter
of Minister Stevens dated March§, 1882, and pub-
lished this morning with some flourish as sustain-
Ing certaln contentions of the President and Seere-
tary Gresham as to the character of the revo-
lution which occurred some ten months later,
This letter has been jubllantly referred to by
supporters of the Administration as a “trump
card” of the Becretary, played from a hand
i ~«« sphich he has not yet exposed to his political

-

< eritics,
But the Stevens letter, In the general judg-
ment, will be found to have Httle value in

bolstering up the “restoration” scheme which the
Administration seems now al once 80 eager and
s0 helpless to disavow. The letter is rot even
new, moreover, and was included in the Hawallan
ecorrespondence sent to the Sennte by President
Harrison with the Annexation treaty in Febru-
ary of this year. The insinuation Is made, in-
deed, in some quarters that the Department is
genuinely occupied in hunting for an answer
irom Mr. Blaine which has presumably van-
sshed, and that Mr. Gresham feels disinelined to
furnisih the full correspondence untl the supe
- “missing Hnk" 1% discovered, But this ex-
~ 7 “guse for delay Is ag fimsy and transparent as it
o characteristic of the pecullar methods of the
resent Secretary. The date of Mr. Stevens's
tter shows how violent such an assumplion
would be, It was written on the 8th of March,
1892, and could hardly have been recelved at the
Department before the last of the month. At
ihat time the approaching National Conventlon
was oecupying the minds of both Mr. Iaine and
Mr. Harrigon, and there was nothing urgent in
the communleation which required an immedl-
‘ate answer. A Jittle more than two months
later Mr. Blaine retired from the Cabinet. (It 1s
entirely probable, therefore, that Mr, ine
never answercd this letter at all, and the insinu-
ation that his reply has been abstracted is wholly
baseless and without warrant
The fact is that the Administration is so hard
- pressed on its Hawailan policy that iL is now
- grasping at any and every chance of postponing
& reckoning and of lessening or dlgavowing Its
own extraordinary responsibility In the manage-
ment of the Hawalian question. Mr. Vest, Spenk-
tng on behalf of the great majority of the Demo-
crats in Congress, has already threwn overboard
the whole programme of “restoration as a moral
duty,” and the President |s now confronted with
the dilemma of reconciling the directly conflicting
~wviewa of his party in Congress and bis Beoretary
b of State on the merita of “righting the wrongs"
of Liliunkalanl. How the President is going to
defend the beautiful scheme of poetic justice out-
lined by Nis sympathetic assistant and vet re-
taln the support of the Democratie party in Con-
gress, who care absolutely nothing about restor-
ing the ex-Queen to “her own,” is a puzzling
problem even for those who have geen the Presl-
dent “straddle” the many political platforms of
his party. No wonder he delavs to make publjc
his struggles to repudiate the monarchical resto-
ration programme which he complacently in-
atructed Minister Wilils to carry out in wecTet
_ jd=t October. It may be that the Administration
*  wishea that the orlginal Willis instpuctions had
gone the way of the mythical Blaine letter, now
apparently occupying the thoughte of the Biate
Department. It is safe 1o say that If the Willis
{nstructions could have been lost, whether or not
s -~ qhe Blaine letter could be found, the megsage
which the President Is laboring over would un-

Mr, Feck was made the bearer of
an address 1o the people of the United States
from the American League of Honolulu, The
address is dated December 4, and is as follows:
“Th the People of the United Btates:

“We, like you, believe in good government,
and having, In co-operation with others, freed

ourselves from the reign of corrupt rule and es-
tablished a Government of the best classes of
soclety, we protest most emphatically agalnst
the reported nssumption of Pregident Cleveland
{hat the Provisional Government of the Ha-
wallan TIslunde should cease to exist because the
proposition for union with the United States of
America had falled to meet his approval,
*“We insist that the present Government of
Hawall has the same right to exist that the
United States had after their successful revos
jution In 1776, In fact, the corruption and miis-
government that brought about the revoiution
of January last were so flagrant as to be un-
bearable, The late Queen had planned not only
L 1o continue her corrupt rule, but to set aslde
the constitutlon of the Kingdom, and had at-
tempted lllegally to promulgate a4 new one, le-
=7 franchising nmany of the most intelligent citizens,
and by her high-handed outrnges kad destroyed
the last hope of improvement over the corrupt
and illegal aggression of exccutlve power, so
that no alternative was left but to depose her
and establish an honest and ecapable Covern-
ment. This has heen successfully done, not by
citizens of the United States, hut the 1anvi=
ment was carried to a succeseful {ssue by people
~ born and raised on the islands and others who
- had lived for many years here, and were clti-
zens of the country and loyal to jts best inter-
ests, and only organized for the averthrow of
the old system after all hope of redreas for many
wrongs done by the late Queen and her partl-
sans had cenged to exlst.

“We are ready to acknowledge that we, loving
fiberty and good government honestly ad-
ministered, should have approved the deposition
of the late Queen, and the arganizitlon of the
Provisional Government, and do now give to the
sald Provisional Government our ealmest and
hearty support,

SOME HAWAIIAN HISTORY.

ACCOUNTS OF FORMER ATTEMI'TS AT REVO-
LUTION,

STORIES OF THE TWO WILCOX INSUNRECTIONS
TOLD BY PROFESSOHR ALEXANDER AND

MINISTEIRR MERIILL.

Washington, Dee, 16.—It is lenrned at the State
Department that a eareful search for any official
answer to AMinister Stevens's lmportant dispatch
of March §, 1892, has been unsuccessful. Not even
a record of the filing of any answer Is at hand, and
the Inference is that Mr. Hlaine did not send a reply,
perhaps for the reason that n hypothetlenl case wos
presented, and {t has been the custom of the Htate
Department not to pass upon questions based upon
supposition. There s some doubt whether Mr, Ste-
veng when writing his letter to Mr. Blalne had In
mind any iden of the revolution of January last. It
{s gaid that he really referred to what Is known as
the second Wileox Revolution, which was frustrated
in embryo by Mr. Thurston and the men who now
are prominent supporters of the Provisional Govern-
ment,

The history of that movement, which has just

been complled by ex-Surveyor-General Alexunder, of
Hawaull, s as follows:
* 1n the apring of 182 o secret Ieague was formed,
headed by V. W. Ashford, R. W. Wilcon, J. 1
Bush and others, for the purpose, as they expreased
it, ‘of promoting justice and equal rights in the
politicnl government of Hawall' Thelr objects In-
cluded the removal of all properly qualitications
for voters, the abolition of the monarchy, and
ultimate unlon with the 'nited States. These meas.
ures were then advocnted In n newspaper published
by J. E. Bush, who haa sluce become i Hoyatst.
It I8 said that the league numbered over 3N mem-
bers, mostly nutives and half-whites,

“Phere is good evidente thut at the same time

the Queen's party wore preparing a despotle con-
stitution, similar to that of Kamehameha Vi ex-
cept that It gave the sovereln the power of dis-
mizsal and appointment of Justices of the Suprems
Court. At firet they endeavored to form an alilance
with the Equal Righte League, both partics being
opposed, for different regsons, to the reform consti-
tutlon of 1887, Thelr overtures, however, having
been finally rejected, the marshal proceeded to ar-
rest the principal members of the Jeague under
charges of treason and consplracy, The result of
the trials wus that all were nnally alscharged, but
the weakness of the League was exposed, and ls
leadlers lost much of thelr prestige.””
