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MAYOR SCHIEREN AQTS.

HE SUSPENDS COMMISSIONER ENNIS AND
MAKES CHARGES AGAINST HIM.

HE ACCUSES HIM OF VIOLATING THE CHARTER,
WASTING PUBLIC FUNDS AND OF A
LACK OF DISCIPLINE.

Mayor Schieren made the first aggressive
movement yesterday against the vgang” which
he found In offlce when he succeeded Mayor
Boody. The heads of departments under any
RBrooklyn Mayor hold over one month under his
guccessor. Mayor Schieren yesterday suspended
John Ennls, Fire Commissioner, under the law
giving him that power, and perved charges upon
him of violating the charter and wasting publie
funds In his recent appointment of elght firemen
and twelve assistant foremen for the Fire De-
partment He also charged him with a lack of
proper discipline. The appolntments were made
Jast wesk and the Mayor summoned the Com-
missloner to his office and questioned him re-
garding them. The charges were preferred as
speodily as possible and the suspension followed.
The action of the Mayor will prevent Com-
nilssioner Ennis from filling the vacancy to be
crented by the retirement of Chief Englneer
Novins, who has announced his purpose of retir-
ing hefore February 1, when Commissioner Ennis
will be suceeeded by Commissioner Wurster. The
latter sald as soon as the recent appointments by
Ennis were announced that his hands were tled

by this action.

The suspension by Mayor Schieren of Com-
missioner Ennis {8 the flrst actlon of the kind
under the new city charter, which has been in
force for twelve years, giving the Mayor the sola
power of appointment of heads of departments.
Mayor Boody considered the question of sus-
pending Exclse Commissioner Schllemann last
month on account of the granting of a license
to which he was opposed, but found that he had
no substantial basis for such procedure,

The Mavor addressed this letter to Com-
missioner Ennis:

U'nder the law the Commissioner has the right
to have a hearing In court within flve days.
Ennis secured Cherles J. Patterson as his
counsel, and an order was served on the Mayor
yesterday requiring him to show cause why
the charges should not be dismissed In the
Epecial Term of the Supreme Court, on Satur-
day, January 27. Ennis sald in regard to the
Mavor's charges that every one of the men
whom he had appointed had been assigned to
duty and that they would not have been ap-
pointed {f vacancles had not existed. There
were still two vacancies in the list of assistant
foremen and two applications were made yester-
day by foremen for leave to retlre. In regard
to appointing new district engineers, Ennig sald
that he had told the Mayor that in his eight
years of office he had appointed eight district
engineers, but that he had no Intention of ap-
pointing flve more. 1t was his intention if he
appolnted a succeasor to Chief Nevins to fill the
vacaney from the eligible list. It is regarded as
rohable that Nevins wiil not retire unless
"nnis can secure the dismissal of the charges
ggainst him and be reinstated before February
1, #o as to fill the place,

Commissioner Ennis has heen longer in office
than any other head of a eity department save
Corporation Counsel Jenks and President Wil-
son, of the Board of Assessors. He was ap-
pointed in January, 1586, by Mayor Whitney, and
gucceeded Richard H. Polllon. He was regarded
as unfit for the place, as he had been a pelty
ward politician In the Fifteenth Ward. His
business {3 that of a manufacturer of shoes, He
had not been long In office when there were
gcandals in connection with his having his shoes
polished by a fireman in the engine house near-
est his home, the detall of a fireman to take
care of his horsa and stable, and the detall of
two men to do painting and other repalrs ahout
his house,

ADVERSE CRITICISM AROUSED.

When Mavor Chapin reappointed Ennis, there
was much adverse eriticism. It was sald that
AMr. Chapin was exceedingly loath to make the
appointment, and only decided to do 8o after a
stormy interview with “Jim" Sheviin—the direct
representative of “Boss" McLaughlin—in which
the loud tones of Shevlin In “laying down the
law"” to the Mavor in his private office could be
heard in the corridor outside. The management
of the department did not improve, but Ennis
wasa reappointed by Mavor Chapin in 1890 and
again by Mayor Boody in 1882, In this last term
the serinus charges were made againgt the man-
arement of the Fire Department by the In-
gurance Tarlff Association. These were investl-
gated by a commitiee composed of Alexander E.
Orr, E. B. Bartlett and John G. Jenkins, who
gound that Commissioner Ennis had been lax in
discipline and that the management of the de-
partment had been conducted under improper
mathods, But Mavor Boody took no action upon
ths report, and the Commisioner remained in
office. He is a brother of Police Captain Ennis
of the Sixth Precinet, and a close friend of
“Boss" McLaughlin,

While the Commissioner {g suspended, Deputy
Commissioner Moare will perform the duties of
the office: but he has no power of making ap-
pointments.  Chlef Engineer Nevins had told
Commissioner Ennls of his iIntentlon to retire
and expected to make formal application on the
ground of disability to-day. However, In view of
the situation, he said yesterday that it was de-
cidedly Improbable that he would retire before
Commissloner Wurster takes otlice.

MORE OF THE ROGERS-PALMER AFFAIR,

WITNESSES EXAMINED BEFORE THE BRITIEH

CONSUL IN A SUIT AGAINST BIR WILLIAM ROSB.

The strange story of John Rogers and Minnle
Pulmer was recalled yesterday by the appearance
of witnessas before the British Consul-General, at
his office, No. 24 State-st, In a sult for £20,000
brought by Mr. Rogers in London against Bir will-
fam Rose for allenating his wife's affections. Miss
Palmer I8 represented lere by Howe & Hummel,
who introduced evidence to show that the English
court had no Jjurisdiction, since Mr. Rogers was
not a Britiah subject. The principal witnesses wera
Mr. and Mrs. Joseph A, Stearns, the stepfather and
mother of Miss Pulmer,

They testifled that since 1578 Rogers had been con-
nected with theatrieal Interests In this country; that
he had managed Miss Minnle Palmer, Miss Fanny
Davenport, Charles Wyndham, “Gus" Willlams,
Cromwell, the lecturer, and others; that whenever
his lours as a manager ended he returned to New-
York and took up his residence here at some hotel
or at the Grunercy apariment-house; that he
kept & bank mcecount here; that when he re-
turmed from Burope in 183 he brought furnishings
for his apartments, servants, horses, etc.; that his
relutives lived here, and that Miss Palmer was a
resident of this country and intended to return to
it at the end of this lHiigation.

Allgs Palmer has brought a sult for divoree against
Rogers In this city, and it !s expected to come to
trial before long. There is also an  order for
Rogers's arrest for contempt of court on account of
his fallure to appear In supplementary proceedings.
This order was {ssued in 1522

The separation between John H. Rogers and
Minnie Palmer occurred in November, 1830, They
hud been lving up to that time In apartmentis

which they owned at the tGramercy. She then ac-
cused him of assaulting her with & carving-knife,
He necused her mother of eonstantly making trouble
between them. After a few months she went to Eng-
jand and he followed her, It was then reported that
there had been a reconclliation, Hogers returned to

for morphine polsoning. Dr. Moor sald to a Trib-
vne reporter vesterday afternocon that he performed
the experiment in the presence of the Medieal Doard
of the West Stle German Clinle, becouse he wished
to have the experiment attested by his fellow-mem-
bers of the Board. He had previously exnerimentad
sueeessfully upon rabbits and other anlmals, and
then upon himself, He was so sure of the eficacy
of the antidote that he would not fear to swallow
ten eraing of sulphate of morphine, to be immediate-
Iy followed by eleven or twalve grains of the per-
manganate of potash. e admitted that when ad-
ministersd alone permangnapate of potash was de-
oxidized by the gastrie julces, but positively as-
gerted that when morphine was previously glven,
promptly  followed by n Inrger quantity of the
P n_«i}_ the latter would gelect the soluble ealt of
the morphine, oxidize 1t and render it harmless be-
fore 1t eoull enter the system,

The Board had deemed the experiment to be
Annicerous, and protested against It but Dr. Moor
persiatod, and, as the apothecary was instructed
not to dispense the morphine, the experimenter_had
welgched It out himself.

SELECTIONS FROM THE MAIL

THE CONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION,
IMPORTANCE OF IT TO THE PEOPLE OF THIS
STATE-THE GREATER NEW-YORK BILL,

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: 1 note with great pleasure your very strong
editorial of this date “About Reformatory Experi-
ments,” and the reference made therein to the work
of the approaching Constitutlonal Conventlon seems

to me partieularly appropriate at this time.

It Is, to say the least, surprising that this con-
vention and Its probable or possible results have
herstofore recelved so little attention, not only from
the publle press, but especlally from reformers and
agltatora for improved government, It Is no ex-
aggeration to say that thiz conventlon Is the most
important political body which this Btate has seen
In a lo'ng while, and there {s no reason to belleve
that another of equal Importance will be elected
for twenty years to come. Thia Is not the oc-
caslon to enlarge upon the possibilitles for geod
which a new Constitution, drafted upon conserva-
tive lines, may have for the people of this State,
nor need any Republican be reminded of the faet
that the Republican party, having the majority In
the convention and belng responsible to the people
for Its work, will justly receive all credit or all
blame which may attach to Its finished labors,

It Is, however, timely and right to call the at-
tention of all who may be Inclined to burden the
present Leglslature with the discussion of meas-
ures designed to palllate the evils of Tammany
misrule In this eity, that their proper fleld of labor
{s the conventlon, and that they can do no more
efficlent work than in carefully elaborating amend-
ments to the Constituticn which will, when adopt-
ed, lay broad and deep the foundations of good
municlpal government and home rule.

The present Republican Leglsluture should, In
my opinion, limit itself to the undoing of the mis-
chief of the stolen Legislature which preceded It,
and the passage of a few measures in the Interest
of reform and acon‘our’ny which need not touch upon

na.

“iGreater New-York' bill. According to this meas-
ure, the people of the proposed Greater New-York
are to vote at the next November electlon In favor
or against consolidation. This Is the same
slection at which the new Constitutlon must by
law be submitted to the people, It is most cer-
tain that the Constitutional Convention will be con-
fronted with the “Greater New-York" ldea, and
upon its declslon on this question depend & great
many other important amendments to the Consti-

tution.

It New-York, Brooklyn, Long Island City and
Staten Island are to be consolldated Into one great
three-million commonwealth, the judielary must ba
organized accordingly; & eystem of local courts
must be established; the BSurrogate's Court will
need {zation, and the obliterating of county
lines | requirs particular provislons 1 rding
the Sheriff's office. If, on the other hand, the con-
solidation is not to take gl.n.ce all these subsidiary
questions must be decided in another way. In
elther event, it will be impossible for the conven-
tlon to work intelligently, unless they first decide
the fundamental question of consolidation. It seems
folly to submit a Constitution to the pmrlr. drawn
with reference to a state of facls now ex ating, and
at the same election to ask the peaple to vote upon
i proposition 8o o alter the staie of facts that a
groat series of new constitutional amendmenis
will be required Immediately. Nor wil it be pos-
sible for l‘we comvention to provide, by a general
articls, for consolldation If the people should there-
after vote In Its favor, The prineiples involved
cut too deeply into all the other articles to permit
amendments upon a contingency.

Under these eireumstances, it seems to me to be
clear that the wisest course for the Leglsiaturs
would be to refer the Greater New-York bill to
the (Constitutional Conventlon, and maasures can
no doubt be taken fto ascertaln the will of the peo-
pla in the proposed distriet befors the question Is
destded In the summer.

The Constitutional Convention Is a hody fresh
from the people, of short duratlon, and yet legls-
lating practically for twenty years to come, Such
a body should not hesitate to grapple with great
and difficuit questions, and to settle them In a far-
pighted way, while, on the other hand, the fact
that the work accomplished must be submitted to
the people for ratification or rejection, and the
example of tha rejected constitution of 187 wiil
work strongly for conservatism, It may safely bhe
predieted that no radieal changes whatever wili he
made with reference to the right of suffrage, the
general organization of the State Government or
any other ﬁmdnmvnml rrlunnrm. The great changes
wiil probably be with reference to local and city gov-
ernment and the judielary. Upon these points the
eonvention nesds the help of every thougntful man
in this State, and more especlally It needs serlous
advice and falr discuzsion In tne public press,

As one of Your many admirers, permit me to thank
you for starting the ball roliing in The Tribune, and

GRUMBLING AT THE CUSTOM HOUSE.

SECRETARY CARLISLE'S ORDER THAT DUTIES
MUST BE PAID IN CASH CAUHSES MUCH
CONFUSION AND HARD WORK.

The decision of Secretary Carlisle that customs
dutles shall no longer be pald by check went into
effect yesterday morning at the Custom House. As
a result of his rullng there was considerable con-
fuslon in the cashler's department, and Importers
and Custom House brokers unloaded all the cur-
rency at their disposal In paymenat of dutles. The
amount of money pald In was over $400,000. None
of It was In gold. The employes In the cashiar's de-
partment were foreed to do some work In handiing
and counting tha blg inches of legal tenders and
bues of coin which were preasnted in payment of
duties, and there was much grumbiing, The brok-
ers aud importers sxpressed much dissat!sfaction at
the return to cash payments and were loud In ex-
pressing thelr opinlons, Collector Killbreth sald yes-
terday that he was In favor of any good plan that
the importers might suggest, but that he wasa not
willing to make himself llable for frauds which
might be practised on the Government by means of

the check gystem.

It was sall yesterday that o committes repreaent-
Ing Importers of this clty had gone to Washington
to present n plan to the Treasury Dapartment by
which the check system would be put into force
again, under such restrictions as to take all lla-
blifty for loss from the Collector, The ruling of
Qecretary Carlisle that customs duties must be pald
in cash was due to the decision of Judge Lacombe
to the effect that the Collector was responsible to
the makers of the checks for their proper use.
