The object of their pres-
ence here, it Is sald, is to prevent European in-
terference In the settlement of the matters in
disput: between the Government and the in-
purgents,

On the night of January 15 the Insurgents re-
eaptured Mocangue Island, with three small
cannon and 130 prisoners.  The killed and
wounded on the Government side numbered fifty.
The Insurgents lost fifteen killed. The insurgent
warshlp Aquidaban brought to Rlo Bay 600 men,
who now occupy Conceleao and  Mocangue
fslands.

An unsuccessful attempt to land at Nietheroy
was made by the insurgents on January 16.
Government troops tried to retake Mocangue
fsland on the night of January 17, but failed.

The friends of the insurgents are elated over
the recent successes of their side, and their con-
tributlons of gold are Increasing. Their mail
carrier savs that he has carried from here a
total of £1,000,000.

The steamer Wordsworth carried to Pernam-
bueo an agent of the insurgents, who is to try
to ship on the Government cruiser Nictheroy
and then make an attempt to destroy her.

Admiral da Gama, in an interview with a rep-
resentative of the United Press, when asked why
the Aquidaban and Republica had not met the
Nictheroy at Pernambuco, evaded the guestion.
We also refused to say why Admiral Mello hnd
not captured Para, Pernambuco and Bahia, all
of which are defenceless, instead of lylng in
Paranapya DBay.

TWO INSURGENT VICTORIES,

THE TAKING OF MOCANGUE AND PARA-
NAGUA.

ANOTHER VEREION OF THE
FORMER BATTLE-DESPERATE
HAND FIGHTING—LARGE QUANTITIES

OF WAR MATERIAL CAPTURED

BY THE REBELS.

Monteviden, Jan. 21.—A dispatch from Rio
Janelro says that the rebels attacked Mocangue
on the morning of January 1. The Aquidaban
began the attack at 3:30 o'clock with a heavy
fire from machine and gulck-firing guns. Shortly
afterward launches advanced with three landing
parties of twenty-seven men The men
landed at davbreak and made an Immediate
charge, capturing four guns and a large amount
of ammunition. The battery was then directed
agalnst the Governmant troops at Armacan and
Punta Daria. The nsurgents on the Island fol-
lowed up thelr success, and after half an hour
of sharp hand-to-hand fighting the Government
troaps vielded. On the Government side the
commanding officer and ten men were killed, fif-
teen were wounded and three offieers and 100
men wore taken prisoners. On the [nsurgent
glde five were killed and seven wounded, Both
sldes showed great pluck in the fight,

Advices from Desterro say that the insurgents
occupled Paranagua after a sharp fight of two
hours. The garrison yielded to superlor force,
agreeing to join the revolation. The Insurgents
captured a large supply of rifles, six Krupp
guns and 20,000 rounds of ammunition, General
1 ima, commanding the Government troops, with
the Governor of Parana, fled to Sao Pauvlo.

The insurgents at o have been informed of
a large shipment of war material for the use
of their forces, including 5,000 Miinnlicher rifies,
1,000,000 cartridiges, forty-elght Krupp guns, and
a supply of ammunition.

There are now 1,400 goldiers at Nictheroy, and
the Government Is silli sending men to rein-
force the garrison.

The Government eontlaues to arrest persons
puspected of svmpathizing with the Insurgents.
Many arrests have been made recently.

The new C(lovernment vessels are still  at
Pernambuen, The Tirndentes and Bahla are in
the harbor of Montevideo,

People at Iiio steongly eondemn the Govern-
ment for not taking declslve measures upainst
the Insurgents, The insurgents are sajd to hnye
galned etrength steadily sinee the Aguldabnn
arrived.

The Hamburg-Amerlcan express steamer Nor-
mannia, which left thig port for Alglers, Naples
and (enoa on last Thursday, came back Into
port yvesterday In o crippled condition and dam-
aged to the extent of about $50,000; a slmilar sum
will eaver the ruln of a portlon of her cargo,
On Sunday morning a huge fidal wave struck
the Normannia, and had it not heen for the fuct
that she was going at half speed she would
have probably gone dawn. As It was much
damage was caused to property, the 400 people
on board were badly frightened, and, most seri-
ous of all, seyven men were Injured and one of
thess may dle from his hurts,

first two daya out, but an last Saturday high

WERTS'S PLAN REJECTED.
NO COMPROMISE AT TRENTON.

THE REPUBLICAN SENATORS REFUSE
TO AGREE TO QUO WARRANTO
PROCEEDINGS.

THE HOUSE AND BENATE TO TRANSACT PUBLIC
BUSINESS IN JOINT SESS1ION ON FEBRUARY 6~
CITIZENS OF NEWARK URGE THE GOVER-
NOR TO RECOGNIZE THE REPUBLICAN
BENATE — REFEAL BILLA DNFTRO-
DUCED IN THE HOUSE,

Trenton, N. J., Jan. 23, —There seems to be no
prospect of a settlsment of the difficulties here.
The Republicans have used every honorable
means to bring about such an sdjustment of af-
falrs as would relleve the State of the stigms
which the Democratic conspirators have brought
upon her {alr name, and so to arrange matters
that the interests of the Commonwealth might
not suffer through the biocking of necessary
legislation. They have appealed to the Demo-
cratie Senators and to the Governor, but their
appeals have been as lttle heeded as was the
will of the people by that band of shameless poll-
ticlans who have determined to perpetuate thelr
power at the expense of all political decency and
in defiance of the law and the popular will.

The Repubiicans are done with conferences,
addresses and appeals. They have two houses
legally elected and organized, and they will go
cn and do the work the people sent them here
to do. The Governor and the band of Demo-
cratic Senators who refuse to join the regular
body will continue in their wanton and revo-
lutionary procedure, They have put off the day
of reckoning for a month, but the reckoning will
be a heavy one when It comes. Obloquy and
absolute political extinction are all that await
every one of the Trenton conspirators. The Re-
publicans will repeal those iniquitous laws passed
for the benefit of the racetracks and for the
feading of Democratic ringsters from the publle
treasury. They will elect in joint session on Feb-
ruary 6 a State Controller and a State Treasurer,
and will warn the hanks of the State in which
public moneys are deposited that if they pay out
any moneys to the Democratic Treasurer or on
order of the Demacratic Controller they will do
it at their own risk.

WERTS TO THE REPURBLICAN BENATORS.

The Democratic Senators met In the Senate
chamber this morning and adjourned until Mon-
day. The lawful Senate met In the House
Judiclary Committee's room and tramediately
took a recess, as the Governor had signified that
he would like to see the conference committee
of the Senate, which yesterday presented to
him a statement of the Republican position.
When the committee went into the Executive
chamber, Governor Werts read a written an-
swer which lie had prepared. The Governor
sald, fn effect, that he was able to do nothing
whatever In the premises, [t took him geveral
hundred words to say it, but that was all there
was to his official answer. In conversation with
the members of the committee after he had read
his little prepared plece, he did say something
of Interest, hawever, He proposed that a writ
of quo warranto be sued out In the Bupreme
Court; that President Rogers accept service, and
that the Republican Senators agree to abide by
the declislon of the court. He also sald that he
would request the Chief Justice to hold a speclal
term of the Supreme Court to try the case.

THE GOVERNOR'S PROPOSAL REJECTED.

The eommittes reported the proposition of the
Governor to the Senate, and a caucus was held,
It was decided not to agree to any such arrange-
ment, which would practically mean the re-
forring of the rights of the Senators to thelr
seats tn arbitration, The eleven Republican
Senators constitute a majority of the legally
elected Senators of the State of New-Jersey, and
are legally organized as a State Senate. As
pointed out by the Attorney-General in his
opinien, the Senate i the judge of the qualifi-
cations of its own members, It Is characteristie
of the Adraip people that so much of the At-
torney-General's decision as Is favorable to the
Republicans they entirely ignore, while they are
never tired of talking about the part of it which
is in their own favor. Though the Attorney-
General plamly said that all precedent was In
favor of Senators holding proper credentials
being at once Inducted into their seats, the
Democrats contemptuously dismiss that part of
the opinfon, and propose to make the law as
freely and readily as they have broken it.

The Republicans are tired of dickering with
the powers of evil, and will proceed with their
proper legislative business. Their position s
this: If the Governor wants to bring quo
warranto procecdings, let him  bring them
against Robert Ad=ain and his nine followers,
and find out by what authority they have
usurped the functions of the Senate of New-
Jersey In defiance of law and against the ex-
pressed will of the people.

CITIZENS OF NEWARK WAIT ON THE GOVERNOR.

At noon there was an interesting scene In the
Governor’s room.  Eighteen citizens of Newark,
a commitiee appointed at the mass-meeting re-
contly held thee to denounce the Democratio
outrages at the State Capitol, waited upon the
Governor. The members of the committee had
met at the Windsor Hotel and elected W, H.
Barnett chairman. Cortlandt Parker was their
spokesman.  After the Governor had received
the commitiee, Mr. Barnett handed him a copy
of the resolutions passed at the mass-meeting,
and Mr. Parker read the following address:
