“Instead of quiet development, and freedom to
all comers, with theift and uprightness in publie
places, Americans now behold not onfy thelr
empty Treasury, but a trade half in ruing, and
snturated with dlshonest practices, through the
| influence of MeKinleyism and what went be-

The natlves
will not have the British cloth, They have dls-
coversd that Manchester sends them short mense
ure-and bad quality, and they prefer the Ameri=
enn. Lot the sermbbling Pharlsee consider this
fact when next he wishes o discourse on “trade
half in rutns and saturated with dishonest prage
tlces  through the Influence of MeKinleyism.™
Manchester eannot even plead the influence of
MeKinleyism as an excuss for those “dishonest
practiess” with which her trade and her cotton
cloths are “saturated.”
