Oporto closed, but those in Lisbon and all the large
towns were shut u;».

mitted. On .January B law crowds gathered in
the streets and there was much angry talk, which
culminated In serious rioting. The authorttlee man¬
aged to restore order In part, taut news of tba situa¬
tion, which was threatening, was telegraphed to
Lisbon, and several warships were at once d s-

patched to Oporto to assist In quelling the dis¬
turbances. The present* of the fleet had a aulettng
