STATISTICS OF THE DEPRESSION.

COMMISSIONER DOWLINQ RECEIVES iuMMINI-

CATIONS ntOM 2"11 MANUPACTVREM THEIR
THEORIES e>F TIIK CAUSI OP "HARD TIMES."
Albany, Feb. 27..Thomas .1. Dowling, Commis¬

sioner of the Hureau of Statistics of Labor, in his
annual report submitted to the legislature makes
special reference to the effects of the recent and
present hard times on manufacturers and their
working force. An Investigation of the subject waa
begun during December, when a circular of Inqulr)
was sent to the owners of th'- different manufactur¬
ing establishments In the State. The- commissioner
received replies from 2.011 manufacturing e-one-erns

in sixty-four general industries to the following
questions contained In the letter:

'I »i'l the recent snd pissant hard times cause a

suspension In your manufacturing establishment,
an-1 If so. has your workshop been closed entirely
or partially'."' Of the number responding, 47i', or

'ii par cent, BtUtSd that they bad not been affected
by the business elepressioii and tUIIBSQIiently did
not Cease operations In their workshops, employing
their usual working force on full time.
Fifteen hundred lind forty-one manufacturers re¬

ported that they were affected by tha. hard times,
lie:' declaring that their works nnd been entlrei)
closed, one thousand and eighty-seven establish¬
ments were partbilly closed, while Bt manufactories
were closed both partially or entirely; thal ls, they
WSTS totally shut down for a time, then partially
Opened with reduced labor force or on short working
time, or vice versa.

In response IO the question: "Was thet-o any re¬
duction in wages on account of th. business de-
premlon; and if so, what percentage?" 4i»4 estab¬
lishments reported that they had reduced wages,
While 1.4S0 replied that they had not. and ."¦? failed
lo answer. The clothing industry represents the
lurgest percentage in the reduction Of wages, which
ranges from 4 to Ml. per cent.
Under tin head OT "Hemarks," some of the man-

ufacturera attrill ito the business troubles to un¬
certainty about the- tariff, the prevailing idea being
that tin- question "should ha aettled one way «,r the
other," as many Of tha'in express it. and that When
lt is so settled manufacturers will know Just what
to do in order to conform to the conditions imposed
by the law. and win arrange their business accord¬
ingly. Some assert that the passage of the proposed
bill will oblige them t>i reduce iras***, while other*
hold an entirely different opinion, on the other
hand, some declare that, in their opinla.n. tlie tariff
has little or nothing to do with a business depres¬sion that is affecting the civilized countries of the
world, and that* the chief factor In the trouble is
"too many goods in the market," or In other words,over-production.
