A PROCLAMATION FROM THE GOVERNOR DECLAR-
ING THE "INSURRECTION" AT AN END.

Columbia, 8 C., April § (Special).—~The “lusurrec-
tion” in Florence and Darlington countles has heen
ofMclally declared at an end and the civil status Is
restoréd In those countles To-night Governor Til-
man issued the following proctamation:

Whereas, By proclamation jasued Saturday, March
81, the counties of Darlington and Floreneo were de-
clared to be in Insurrection and the militlan were
ordered there to suppress the same, anid,
. YWhereas, The commanding general has just in-
formed me thiat the Insurgents have '“‘qi'“rf"'l
and that peace and order are reatored, und that
the civil authorities are now able 1o 4 hold amel
foree the law, now therefors, 1. B. R, Tilman. tiv-
ernor of the Btate of 8 th Carolina, do {z=ue this
my proclamation and declare that In the sald coun-
ties of Dariington und Florence thera 18 o longer
fnsurrection, and the civil status is hereby restored,’

The troops will be withdrawn ag-morrow. Sixteen
of the sples went to Darlington Inst night and testi-
fird before the coroner's jury. The sesston was held
all night, and sples left thers early this morning for
Columbla. Although the military was In control, it
was thought best not to irritate people by their
presence. Only a tew citizens were wl the depot
when they arrived, but no indignity wad shown to
thém. The bufiding where the inquest Was h#1a was
guarded by six companies of Infantry.

Governor Tillman s going 1o reorEanize the State
militta, and to-night he 18 making up & list of those
1o be dealt with. Omly eighteen comgs R re-
