Ha nate
uraliy sald to himsalf, {f I explain to the French
people through a teading French paper what
our true feslings and policy are, this misrepres
seatatlon must cease. He recefvad M. Calmetts,
therefore, and told him with evident sincerity
that the alleged wish of Italy, or of Italy’s KIng,
for war with France was purely imaginary. He
explalne] that It was not only imaginary but
impussible. The state af her finances would of
ltaelf malke an aggressive polley lmposstble. Nor

| would thera be a wish for war with France wers

the budget far more flourishing. “We are not &
danger but a guarantee of peacs.” Italy, In spite
of disagreement, wishes to regard France as &
triend. She Is grateful to France for Bolterino
and Magenta. She wants commercial peace also,
and reclprocity, and fair dealing between the
two nations bassd on a fair treaty.

This is but a very brief summary of the King's
clear and kindly statement. What 1s the French
answer? It ls only too charaoteristle of a na-
tion, and especlally a press, which so often puts
a spurlous patriotism before honor and justice,
The Parls journale refuse to believe that King
Iumbert is sincere. “He Is only trying to put
Trance In the wrong'' THis (declarations are only
g0 many phrases of diplomacy. 10 Italy wante
to be friends with France, let her prove It by
reducing her army, or by breaking her word to
Germany and Austria and withdrawing from the
Triple Alllance. Till she does that, she has
nothing to expoet, We shall do her all the harm
wa can, comme: dally and financlally. These are
tha declarations, not of the gutter press, but of
the most serious and moderate of French jours
nals. It would be difficult to show a more cyni=
cal effrontery. They will never forgive Ialy till
sha sacrificea herself. her honor, her independ-
ence, to Franes. Lot Italy disarm. When shs
is at our morey we shall perhaps be merciful.”
That ls the French answer, That France might
nlen disarm oceurs to no French mind,

It 3 to the French mind but one more unfore
givable offence that King Humbert should have
gone ta Venlee to welcome his ally, the German
Fmperor. The mecting was one of clvility, or at
most of personal friendliness, The French
know that, but are nome the less angry. One
effect tha Interview has had. Tt seis Italy right
before Furope, and leaves France hopelessly in
the wrong, But T.do not know that this changes
the sitnation.

‘The Ministerial erisis in Engiand has had the
usial fate of crises which are foreseen, alle
nounced, and prepared for. It has come to naothe
ing. The Government I8 not weaker for the
avents of Monday, but perhaps a little stronger,
Last Friday and Saturday It was tnought by the
more sangiine of thelr opponents that the Min-
istors might be beaten on Sir Willlam Hare
conrt's motlon for appropriating a portion of
privata menrbers’ time in the House of Come-
mona to publle business. The course of events
all during the week, at least outside the House,
hid been against them. Varlous sections of their
supporters were feritated and resentful.  The
welsh Radicals, the Seoteh RRadicals, the Eng-
lish Radicals, the Pamellites, all had griev-
ances, Each knot of these frreconcilables threats
enmd to desert thr Government if thelr own pars
tienlar demanda for legislative precadence wera
not granted.

The Government met these menaces with dignl=
ty and firmness.
