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DETAILS OF THE PROCEEDINGS,

Washington, April 17.—The House was precipitated
at once upon the opening of the session to-day
inta a eontroversy over the proposition to count a
quortm, Immedintely after the chaplain had con-
einded the Lonl's Prayer, Mr. Catchinge (Dem,,
Miss) gat the floor and stated that by direction
of the Committee on Rules he would withdraw the
report of the committes made last week proposing
to fine members for unexcusod ahsences and falle
ures to vote. That having been done, he offersd
the resolution agreed upon by the committee.

When it had been read, Mr. Catchings asked
unanimous consent that the previous question on
the paesages of the resolution be considered ordered,
and that debate be closed in an hour and a half,
the time to Le econtrolied by the Speaker of the
House,

After much discussion Mr. Catchings changed his
request for wunanlmous consent so as to fAx the
yote at 4 o'clock.

Mr. Grow (Rep, Penn.) sald that he had a sub-
stitute which he wouid ke to offer and bave read
for information and to be voted on, which could not
be done If the previous question were then ordered.
1t was as follows:
