In the last letter from here was an account of
the unexpected visit of Robert Henry Clarence,
the Maosqnito chief, and his boast that he would
poom be restored to his rights through the inter-
vention of the British, and the assertion of Brit-
ish Consul Hatch that the treaty of Managua
would be upheld by Great Britaln at any cost.

Washington, Ma, 17.—The first open breach M
the amicable agreement under which the Tariff
bill has been congidered In the Senate for sev-
eral weeks past occurred late this afternoon,
when Mr, Harrls, the Democratic manager in
“parliamentary charge” of the blll, insisted on
moving & recess untll to-morrow morning, in-
gtead of an adiournment. As a recess would
continue the legislative day of May 17 indefl
nitely and thus abolish the abbreviated “morn-
Ing hour,” which Is now so essential to the
transactlon of incldental business, the Republle
cans regarded Mr. Harrig's sudden determination
to gat rid of the “morning hour” ag an uncalled~
for severity, and declined to give their ald in
fastening this new parliamentary programme on
the Senate,

There betng less than a quorum of Democrats
at the Capitol, or, indeed, within the city, the
“parllamentary manager” of the bill mn‘tﬂuna
a deadlock on his hands. By refusing to allow
an adjournment on the disclosure of no quorum,
Mr. Harris committed himself to the necessity
of sending out the Sergeant-at-Arms for abe
santees, and this officlal’'s search covered many
wenry hours, lasting from 6 o'clock until about
10:30, As no voting quorum could be sgecured, al=
though a nominal quorum was finally obtained,
